Originally from Galway on Ireland’s west coast, Ciaran has
been performing solo in Australia since 2013. His journey began
in the pubs of St Kilda and evolved into a rich collaboration with
fellow musician Declan Simpson, an Australian with a deep love
for traditional Irish music. Together, they form the core of The
Galway Rovers, a duo that brings Irish folk to life with fiddle,
mandolin, and soulful storytelling.

‘Losing Ground’ officially started in 2020 with songs about
treading the line between cultures & relinquishing your
ingrained rules. The duo have injected every bit of their energy
& musicality into crafting this upbeat Irish-Australian indie folk
album. Please come to join them & their full band show for the
start of something special.

The debut album is comprised of 6 Original songs, 1 well known Irish cover & 1 song by local Irish
Australian legend Pat McKernan. “Pat was a big inspiration as I hadn’t heard anyone else play original
songs about the Irish Australian experience”, Ciaran says. With that inspiration he channeled his own
13 years experience into these thoughtful songs. Declan brought the perfect injection of musicianship
into the existing sentiment & away they went.

The album artwork displays the move from the green of Ireland to the red/orange outback of Australia
to form a kind of tricolour image, with a few wildlife cameos.
