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Suicide Risk Procedure Flowchart 
 

Student referred for possible 

suicide risk Do not leave the student alone 

Notify school administrator & document all steps taken 

Conduct suicide screen using the 
Youth Suicide Risk Screening Form 

If Moderate RISK: 
*Notify administrator(s) 
*Contact parents 
*Complete and have parents sign the Parent 
Notification Form 
*Provide parents a copy of the Youth Suicide Risk 
Assessment Form to share risk level with providers. 
*Ensure safety by completing the Safety Plan form 
*Begin suicide risk monitoring using the Suicide 
Risk Monitoring Tool 
*Determine follow up/service referral (may include 
more intensive therapeutic services such as 
intensive outpatient therapy (IOP), partial 
hospitalization, or psychiatric services 
*Have parents sign a Release of Information Form 
to coordinate community-based services 

If NO RISK: 
*Notify administrator(s) 
*Contact parents 
*Determine follow 
up/service referral 
(consider how/why 
student was referred) 

If immediate 
danger,  

call 9-1-1 

If High RISK: 
*Notify administrator(s) 
*Contact parents 
*Complete and have parents sign the 
Parent Notification Form 
*Provide parents a copy of the Youth 
Suicide Risk Assessment Form to share 
risk level with providers. 
*Have parents sign a Release of 
Information Form to coordinate 
community-based services 
*Determine follow up/service referral 
(may include hospitalization, 
psychiatry, safety planning, means 
restriction).  
*Do not leave the child alone at any time. 

If LOW RISK: 
*Notify 
administrator(s) 
*Contact parents 
*Complete and 
have parents sign 
the Parent 
Notification Form 
*Determine follow 
up/service referral 
(may include 
guidance check-ins, 
outside therapeutic 
supports, etc.) 

If the student answers YES to any screening question: 
*Notify administrator(s) 
*Conduct a comprehensive assessment utilizing the 
Youth Suicide Risk Assessment Form 
 

Upon return from hospitalization/medical absence: 
*Have a re-entry meeting using the Re-Entry Plan form 
*Ensuring safety by completing the Safety Plan form 
*Begin suicide risk monitoring using the Suicide Risk Monitoring Tool 
*Provide ongoing notifications to administrator 
*Determine follow up/service referral 
*Continue to ensure all steps taken are documented 
*Staff DEBRIEFING  

If a parent will not/refuses to take student:  If you cannot reach a parent: 
*Report to Child Protective Services  *Are there other adults listed as emergency contacts? 
*Contact 9-1-1 for a wellness check  *Is there a mobile crisis unit available?
