It is with great sadness that we announce the loss of one of our 13th MEU 

Marines.  Cpl. Jonathan Currier, 21, a CH-53E Super Stallion crew chief was 

reported missing and presumed to have fallen overboard on August 9.  After 

5 days of an extensive search by a combined effort of the U.S. Navy, the U.S. 

Marine Corps, Philippine ships and aircraft, the U.S. Embassy, the U.S. Coast 

Guard and the Government of Singapore, the search was officially concluded 

on August 13.  On August 18, Cpl. Currier was officially declared deceased.  

Cpl. Currier, a native of New Hampshire, enlisted in the Corps in August, 

2015 and graduated from Paris Island in November of the same year.   Cpl. 

Currier was attached to the VMM-166 , 13th MEU  and was aboard the USS 

Essex on the MEU’s current deployment.  His awards include the National 

Defense Service Medal and Global War on Terrorism Service Medal.  Please 

join us in prayers for Cpl. Currier’s family and for his fellow Marines.  His 

sacrifice will never be forgotten !!! RIP CPL. CURRIER
