RE: Transparency Report - Big Pharma Contributions to U.S. Senators

INTRODUCTION

The pending confirmation of Robert F. Kennedy Jr. as U.S. Secretary of Health and
Human Services (HHS) has renewed scrutiny of pharmaceutical industry influence on
tederal health policy. In the context of Kennedy’s history of criticizing vaccine
manufacturers and regulatory agencies, his nomination carries significant implications
for major pharmaceutical firms, including Pfizer. This memo analyzes political
contributions from Pfizer and the broader industry to members of the Senate Finance
and Health, Education, Labor & Pensions (HELP) Committees, which play key roles

in the confirmation process and healthcare policymaking.
KEY FINDINGS & POLITICAL NARRATIVES
Bipartisan Pharmaceutical Industry Influence
® Pfizer’s PAC has contributed to both Republican and Democratic members of
the Senate Finance and Senate HELP Committees, reflecting a strategic,

bipartisan approach to maintaining influence over federal health policy.

® The highest contributions have gone to long-tenured senators, especially those

with leadership roles or significant influence over healthcare legislation.
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Key Republican Recipients

® Chuck Grassley (IA), Mike Crapo (ID), and John Barrasso (WY) lead in Pfizer
contributions among Republicans, each receiving over $40,000.

® Other notable recipients include Marsha Blackburn (TN), Lisa Murkowski
(AK), and John Thune (SD), all of whom have served on influential

committees for years.

® Some Republicans received relatively small contributions, and Josh Hawley
(MO) notably returned a Pfizer contribution, signaling a more oppositional
stance toward the pharmaceutical industry.

e Rand Paul (KY), a vocal critic of Big Pharma, still received funding, which may
indicate an attempt by Pfizer to maintain open channels with potential

adversaries.

Key Democratic Recipients

® Patty Murray (WA) and Ben Lujan (NM) have received among the highest
contributions among Democrats, both serving in roles that influence public
health policy.

® Other notable recipients include Tim Kaine (VA), Mark Warner (VA), and Ron
Wyden (OR), all positioned in committees overseeing health policy and
pharmaceutical regulation.

e Contributions to progressive-leaning senators, such as Elizabeth Warren (MA)
and Bernie Sanders (VT), are absent, aligning with their public stances against

corporate influence in healthcare.
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Senators with No Pfizer Contributions

® Several Democrats, including Warren, Sanders, Raphael Warnock (GA), and
Chris Murphy (CT), have not received contributions, aligning with their

reputations as skeptics of corporate pharmaceutical influence.

Implications for RFK Jr.s Confirmation Hearings

® Many of the senators questioning Robert F. Kennedy Jr. have financial ties to
Pfizer, which raises potential concerns about conflicts of interest in evaluating

his policies, particularly regarding vaccine safety and pharmaceutical regulation.

® DPfizer's influence among committee members suggests that Kennedy’s
confirmation hearings could be shaped by senators aligned with pharmaceutical
industry interests, potentially leading to a more adversarial process given
Kennedy’s vocal criticism of Big Pharma.

® The absence of contributions to progressive Democrats signals an ideological
divide, suggesting that Kennedy’s stance on public health may receive mixed
scrutiny based on senators’ financial ties and policy alignments.

Extensive Financial Ties Across Party Lines

® Both Republicans and Democrats on the Senate Finance and Senate Health,
Education, Labor & Pensions (HELP) Committees have received substantial
contributions from the Pharmaceuticals/Health Products industry.

® The widespread financial support reflects the industry's strategy to maintain
influence over key legislative bodies regardless of party affiliation.
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Prominent Recipients Highlight Industry Leverage

® Marsha Blackburn (R-TN) and Bill Cassidy (R-LA) are among the top
Republican recipients, each receiving over $1.2 million, indicating significant
pharmaceutical industry backing.

® On the Democratic side, Bernie Sanders (I-VT) and Raphael Warnock (D-GA)
stand out with over $1.7 million each, showing that even vocal critics of Big
Pharma are recipients of industry funds, potentially as a strategy to mitigate
opposition.

Leadership Roles Correlated with Higher Contributions

® Key leaders such as Mike Crapo (R-1D), Chair of the Finance Committee, and
Bill Cassidy (R-LA), Chair of the HELP Committee, have received substantial
contributions, underscoring the industry's focus on influential policymakers.

® Ranking members like Ron Wyden (D-OR) and Bernie Sanders (I-VT) have
also recetved significant funding, highlighting the importance of ranking
positions in shaping legislative agendas.

Strategic Contributions to Emerging and Influential Senators

e Contributions are not limited to long-serving members; newer senators like
Markwayne Mullin (R-OK) and Lisa Blunt Rochester (D-DE) have also
received significant support, suggesting the industry’s proactive approach in

cultivating future influence.

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Influence on Health Policy and Potential Conflicts of Interest

e With members of these committees overseeing healthcare legislation, the
substantial contributions could raise concerns about potential conflicts of
interest, especially in the context of Robert F. Kennedy Jr.'s confirmation

hearings as HHS Secretary.

e Kennedy's history of criticizing the pharmaceutical industry contrasts sharply
with the financial ties many committee members maintain, potentially setting
the stage for contentious confirmation hearings influenced by these financial
relationships.

Potential Impact on Policy and Public Perception

® The high levels of contributions to members known for pro-business stances,
such as John Cornyn (R-TX) and Thom Tillis (R-NC), suggest alignhment with
industry-friendly policies.

e Conversely, contributions to progressive Democrats like Elizabeth Warren
(D-MA) and Bernie Sanders (I-VT) could be viewed as attempts to moderate or
influence their regulatory stances.

Cross-Committee Influence and Oversight

® Members with high pharmaceutical contributions serve on both the Finance
and HELP Committees, amplitying their influence over health policy and
regulatory decisions.

® The overlap suggests coordinated industry efforts to shape legislation through
multiple channels, enhancing their ability to impact healthcare policy and
reform efforts.
