Scott purchased 20 flags from Midland Crossing.  Jason made a motion to pay the bills.  Amanda seconded, motion carried.  
Building Report:  
Scott has no report from Jim but they have been in touch.  One time that the spoke was with regard to Mr. Nagel who is going to build a house.  He has not applied for the building permit yet.  Jim spoke to the neighbor who is not happy with the septic placement.  He had gone to LaSalle County Health Department to see the plans.  He is also unhappy that a pole barn is going to be so close to him.  According to Scott, Mr. Nagel said that he is not putting up a building in the near future. Sharon asked if this would be allowed.  Jim said that it would be allowed with the proper planning and setbacks. Jim stated that Mr. Nagel has been discussing the building since day one but said that he would conform it to the details of the house.  Sharon asked if we should be involved regarding the septic and Jim stated that is purely the responsibility of the County.  Soil samples from the lot failed the first time and had to be redone after plans were amended.  Neighbor told Jim to stop Mr. Nagel from building.  

Brad said that he spoke to someone who is going to expand the Dickson Valley Camp.  Brad gave him Jim’s number.  The County has not contacted us yet.  He stated it is in our mile and a half.  Jim has heard some things about this and believes that they are looking to expand their special use.  Jim has not yet been contacted. He is surprised that we haven’t been contacted but Brad says it might be too early in the plan for that to have happened yet.  Amanda questioned whether or not it is in our mile and a half.  It was discussed that it might be Millbrook’s.  

Scott asked about 200 square foot or smaller storage buildings and whether or not they have to be permitted.  Jim checked the book and stated that portable sheds under 200 feet do not need a permit.  They still have to meet setbacks.  Sharon asked if the lean to is down.  Scott said that it is but has some sort of tarp or umbrella up instead.

Trustees Comments:

Sharon spoke to resident regarding memorial tree.  Pete will take care of planting it at no charge.  Scott has some information from other tree places.  Sharon said to let her know if he needs more information and she will contact Winding Creek.  May 3rd will be the Village Clean-Up Day.  Sharon asked if we have anyone who is supposed to do community service.  Scott said that he was supposed to have someone that never showed up.  She was going to suggest that if we have someone that they paint the new building.  Scott said it needs to be pressure washed first.  He is trying to find someone with a sprayer.  Jason said that the entrance to Belle Rive is getting really bad.  Scott said he worked on it but has to wait for the weather for the larger repair work to be done.  It was agreed that the whole section would have to be cut out and redone.  Scott said there is no gravel underneath it and that is probably why they are having so many problems with the road.  Sharon asked if the state is doing anything about helping municipalities with road repairs after this winter.  Sandy said that on the news she heard that the Village is receiving some small amount from the state.  Scott said that they are working every weekend chipping up the sides of the roads.  Scott said that Lyman Excavating has been out measuring and marking sidewalks for repair.  

Mayor’s Comments:
Again, clean-up day is May 3rd.  Recycling will be here from 9 to 12.  No tires or paint will be accepted.  Sharon asked if mattresses are taken and Scott said yes.  The whole day will run from 8 to 4.  There are now cameras hooked up on the hall.  Scott thanked Terry for his help with the cameras.  The final cost will remain under $4000.  We now have Internet at the hall as well.  Scott got a letter from Last Chance regarding motorcycle awareness.  They would like a proclamation to make it Motorcycle Awareness Month in May in Millington as well. Sharon asked why we would do this if we weren’t going to promote it. It was explained that we were just being asked to show our support.  Scott was told he could do that resolution alone as the mayor and he said that he would.  

No further business discussed.  Terry made a motion to adjourn.  Jason seconded, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:43 pm.
