Monday, September 8, 2014

Call to Order: Mayor Scott Smith called the regularly scheduled meeting of the board of trustees to order at 7:00 PM.

Minutes for August Meeting:  Board thanked Kim Lobdell for doing the minutes.  Jason made a motion to accept the minutes from the August meeting.  Jordan seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:  Read by the Mayor.  August had a net income of $4,633.73.  Terry made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report. Jason seconded, motion carried.

Jason made a motion to pay the bills. Amanda seconded, motion carried.  
Building Report:  Mr. Becker got his final inspection and several people got an “earful”.  Jim said that he just gave a copy of a letter to Greg Millen and has not heard back from him.  Terry reported that he hasn’t heard from him either.  Scott advised Derek to send him a letter and start the next phase of the process.  Derek asked Scott for the costs to date that are associated with maintaining the property.  Scott will get back to him on that.  Scott will also be calling on some foreclosures in town regarding property maintenance.  

We then discussed Mr. Jungkins permit extension that was scheduled for new business.  He would like to avoid fees for the extension.  The permit would be $675 (half of the full price).  Jim said Mr. Jungkins has gotten through the rough inspection.  Mr. Jungkins stated that he believes he will be done in three months tops.  Scott requested the Board give him an additional 6 months and waive the fee.  Mr. Jungkins said that the delay is because he is doing the work himself and works full time.  He also stated that the winter really slowed him down.  Brad pointed out that the progress on the property is obvious.  Jordan made a motion to extend the permit for 6 months and to waive the fee.  Brad seconded, motion carried. 

Brad stated that his neighbor wants to rebuild a garage.  It is the neighbor to the south of him.  Brad told him to get a hold of Jim.  Brad stated he has no problem with where the garage currently sits.  Jim says that it needs to be set back 10 feet.  Jim asked if there is 10 feet between the garage and the house.  Various members of the Board stated that if the garage is torn down the new garage has to meet all of Millington’s building/setback standards.  Brad stated he would make sure that his neighbor gets in touch with Jim.

New Business: 
· Jungkins House Permit Extension – done during Building Report
· Kendall County Senior Services – Clerk spoke of the volunteer program for visiting the elderly and stated that there is information at the post office. 
Old Business:  

· Storm Sirens – IEMA stated that it would probably be less cost prohibitive if we provide weather radios for everyone in town rather than an alarm system.  Derke asked who would trigger it and Scott stated that it would be run through Kendall County.  It would cost approximately $3000 to buy them for the roughly 150 residents of Millington versus approximately $20,000 for a storm siren.  Grant programs stated that Millington’s median income is too high for grant money. Derke stated that if we do this there needs to be an ordinance that the radio stays with the house.  
Trustees Comments:

Terry asked if we needed to establish public comment rules.  Derke stated that if it hasn’t been a problem then we should not make that change at this time.  The bridge has been removed and it was not put on the island.  Derke stated that the piers turned out not to be adequate.  Terry asked about the steel columns. He was told that they are to be removed by December.  Terry asked if we can address the columns on the island and Derke stated “no” because they are not in Village limits. Terry asked about leveling the mound and whether or not that was included in the complaint.  Derke will address it.  Terry also mentioned that the person who mows the property can’t maintain where it was trenched because it is too dangerous and that there is still a lot of trash on the top of the mound.  You just can’t see it that well because it is overgrown.  

Clerk reviewed petition/election rules.  There were questions regarding the required number of signatures and the clerk stated she would get that information and call those who are running for 2015 with the information.

Mayor’s Comments: 
Scott thanked everyone for their texts and letters regarding his wife’s auto accident.  Kim stated that she saw kids throwing things at the front of the building and the light should go back up.

No further business discussed.  Terry made a motion to adjourn.  Amanda seconded, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:44 pm.
