
VILLAGE OF MILLINGTON BOARD OF TRUSTEES

Monday, August 11, 2014
CALL TO ORDER:  Mayor Scott Smith called the regularly scheduled meeting of the Board of Trustees to order at 7:02 p.m.

ROLL CALL/ESTABLISHMENT OF QUORUM:  Present: Mayor Scott Smith, Terry Lobdell, Amanda Kuntz, Brad Pekoc, Thomas "Mike" West, Jason Patterson, Jordan Thibault, Kim Lobdell (for Village Clerk, Lenee Kissel), Sandy White/Treasurer, Jeff Pasakarnis, Planning/Zoning Commissioner, and Attorney Derke Price were present.  Jim Smith was absent.
MINUTES FOR JULY MEETING:   Terry pointed out that he presented the website proposal at the July meeting rather than Scott.  Jordan pointed out that his name was misspelled in the minutes.  Jason made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected from the July meeting.  Brad seconded.  Motion carried.  

Terry made a motion to accept the Executive minutes, maintain the confidentiality of the minutes, and destroy the tape at 18 months plus 1 day from the date of the meeting.   Jason seconded. Motion carried.
TREASURER’S REPORT:   The July report was read by the Mayor.  Net income of 

$-15,224.31 for the month of July.   Jason made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report.  Thomas “Mike” seconded.  Motion carried.

Jason made a motion to pay the bills. Jordan seconded.  Motion carried.

Scott said that the bill for Morris Asphalt was for cold patch.  Jason asked what the MCI bill is for.  Sandy said it is for long distance for the police department and we must have that for the Village.
BUILDING REPORT:  

Jim Smith is absent today, however he provided an inspection report dated 8/1/14.
Jason said Jim is doing a fine job.

CITIZENS’ COMMENTS:  

No citizens were present.
NEW BUSINESS:
A. Purchase trees

Scott went to Winding Creek to look at trees.  Winding Creek said that they have been working with the City of Plano on tree replacements.  Scott said he looked at 2 year old trees and trees from this year.  2 year old trees are $75 each.  This year’s trees are $100 each and are the same size as the 2 year old trees.   Scott had some trees removed by Stevens Tree Service.  Scott advised we have approximately 19 trees to come down due to Ash Borer damage.  He said some trees can and will be removed by Scott and Doug saving the Village money.  He said he might have to rent a lift.  Scott said he would like to get 5 trees now to replace trees that have already been removed, and would like to replace a tree for every tree removed.  The replacement trees are all maple trees.  Scott said the $100 trees are nicer and will be guaranteed.  He said previous trees purchased by the Village were $150 - $175 each. 
Jason made a motion to buy 5 trees not to exceed $100 each.  Amanda seconded.  Scott said that Mr. Lyman said he would dig the holes for the trees for free for the Village. 
Scott said if anyone sees any more trees that need removal to let him know.
Brad said there are a couple of trees in his neighborhood that need attention.

B. Purchase computer for treasurer

Scott said Sandy’s computer is going out.  Sandy said it is 10 years old.  Scott wants to purchase a laptop and printer for Sandy.  He said the Village needs to keep the computer updated.  Scott said it could go on the Office Max card.
Terry suggested that the Village buy a computer for Lenee also as he feels all information for the Village shouldn't be on her personal computer.  

Terry asked if the Mayor can make purchases up to a certain amount without a motion and approval by the Board.  Derke said we could put that in an ordinance.

Thomas “Mike” made a motion to purchase 2 laptops and 2 printers not to exceed $2,500. Jason seconded.

OLD BUSINESS:
None.  However Scott did pass out information on storm sirens.  They gave him a couple of options and a couple of links/contacts for assistance (i.e. grants).   He said he'll send emails to get more information for the next meeting.  
TRUSTEES’ COMMENTS:
Brad said his neighbor Scott said he wants to change out his garage and Brad gave him Jim Smith's name.  
Sandy asked Terry if he spoke with Greg Millen.  Terry said no and he was hoping to ask Jim Smith if he talked to Greg.  Terry said usually Greg calls him back and this is the first time he hasn't done so.
Mike mentioned there are 3 houses on Race Street whose yards need to be cleaned up.  Scott said they are going to clean them up.  Discussion about what the Village can/can’t do.  Derke said we can do the work and then put a lien on the property.  

MAYOR’S COMMENTS:  

Scott purchased a weed sprayer to pull behind the tractor for $299 from Rural King. 

Scott said he also ordered more salt with Lisbon.  He said that we have some salt left over from last year.  Mike said that he has a contact and can get salt if we run out.  
No further business was discussed.  Terry made a motion to adjourn.  Jordan seconded.  Motion carried.  Meeting was adjourned at 7:37 p.m.
