Call to Order: Mayor Scott Smith called the regularly scheduled meeting of the board of trustees to order at 7:08 PM.

Roll Call/Establishment of Quorum: Present: Mayor Scott Smith, Terry Lobdell, Amanda Kuntz, Mike West, Jordan Thibault (appointed at beginning of meeting), Brad Pekoc, Sandy White/Treasurer. Lenee Kissel, clerk present. Greg Jones, Attorney present.  Jeff Pasakarnis, Planning/Zoning Commissioner absent.  Jim Smith absent. Sharon Stevenson, Jason Patterson absent. 

Brad made a motion to accept the resignation of Sharon Stevenson, Mike seconded, motion carried.

Mike made a motion to appoint Jordan Thibault as Trustee.  Amanda seconded, motion carried.  Oath of office was read and given to the attorney to have notarized.

Minutes for June Meeting:  Amanda made a motion to accept the minutes from the June meeting with three corrections.  Brad seconded, motion carried.

Minutes for the June Executive session reviewed.  Brad made a motion to accept, Mike seconded, motion carried.

Resident interested in doing sidewalk but did not come to the meeting.  Terry made a motion to pay the bills. Mike seconded, motion carried.  
Building Report:  Jim not present.  He told Scott that he has sent a letter to Greg Millen who has not responded. Jim also did receive a check for Mr. Becker’s garage and it was for double the amount as requested.  He was given the opportunity to get some of the money back if he attended the meeting.  He stated that he was not going to come. Jim has been to the property and has done some inspections.  Jordan asked if the garage was complete and the answer was no.  He still needs a final inspection.

New Business: 
· Appointment Village Trustee – completed at beginning of meeting.
· Resolution for Road Work – Scott met with Chamlin and stated that the estimate for the patching work is $23,870.00.  Brad asked when this would be done.  If the Resolution passes it goes out to bid.  Brad made a motion to adopt Resolution 07-01-14 for $31,000 for Maintenance of Streets and Highways Under the Illinois Highway Code.  Jordon seconded.  Before the vote, Terry asked if there was any word on the cost to replace the road in Belle Rive. Terry asked the attorney if we need permission from a lot owner to do work with equipment on their property and remove the stone and Greg stated that we would.  Terry has made an attempt to contact the owners but all of their numbers are no longer working. Terry is going to try to talk to someone he knows that mows their lot to see if he can get the contact information.  The attorney asked where the tax bills go and Terry had that information and still has not been able to reach them. Vote then taken and motion carried. 
Old Business:  

· New Windows Village Hall – Scott presented three bids to the Board.   Terry stated that the A&B’s quote did not include wrapping in aluminum.  Mi-Ter is Terry’s company and there is a $3000 limitation due to him being on the Board.  He would take $3000 now and the balance after the 1st of the year.  Terry stated that he isn’t comfortable doing any more bids due to a conflict of interest.  He will do this one if it goes through, but will not bid in the future, nor will he vote.  Jordan made a motion to accept the bid from Mi-Ter for $5615.00.  $3000 will be paid upon completion with the balance of $2615 to be paid after the 1st of the year.  Brad seconded, motion carried. Terry abstained from the vote. 
· Purchase Website for Village – Scott presented the bid from Rita Barnett for the website.  Terry spoke to Derke about this bid and told Terry that it was a really good deal.  There is a $35.00 fee for domain registration, which should be either $20.00 for .org or $15.00 for .com.   The email portion of the bid would be for 10 email accounts.  This would provide for notification to personal email addresses.  Jim Smith does not want email on there. Question about updating information.  Scott and Lenee would fix any information on the website by submitting it to Rita directly.  This is included in her $100 per month maintenance fee.  Amanda made a motion to accept the bid from Rita Barnes for development of website, not to exceed $2400 and the annual fees listed in the proposal dated 7/7/14.  Mike seconded, motion carried. Terry stated that all of the ordinances that are going to be included in the ordinance enforcement program have to be confirmed.  This should be done prior to putting these same ordinances on the website. Mike said his dad’s neighbor is a code enforcement officer for Yorkville and would be interested in helping.  Terry said that the program is moving forward.  We need to speak to the surrounding communities about this program. Terry clarified that this is NOT a money making program and that it will actually cost the Village money.  It is a way to enforce ordinances.  He also clarified that the money will be divided by number of ordinances, not evenly split.  He stated that there also has to be a decision about where the meetings are held. We are not handicap accessible so we cannot do it at our Village Hall. 
Trustees Comments:

Brad asked about flags. Scott found some metal flag holders.  Mike asked about a tornado siren.  Terry stated that we are working on it.  Scott said that he never got emails back from the company he contacted.  

Mayor’s Comments: 

Scott read part of Sharon’s resignation.  Sandy asked about house on Race Street, which is overgrown.  Scott will send a letter.  Scott talked about the car show, which was a big success.  June 28th was the fireman water event.  Fox River Drive will be closed the 16th for Railroad repair.  

Terry made a motion to adjourn to Executive Session to discuss litigation.  Amanda seconded, motion carried. Adjourned at 8:21pm.

Re-entered meeting at 8:49pm.  No further business discussed.  Terry made a motion to adjourn.  Amanda seconded, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:50 pm.
