Call to Order: Mayor Scott Smith called the regularly scheduled meeting of the board of trustees to order at 7:00 PM.

Roll Call/Establishment of Quorum: Present: Mayor Scott Smith, Terry Lobdell, Jason Patterson, Amanda Kuntz, Brad Pekoc, Sandy White/Treasurer. Lenee Kissel, clerk, and Jim Smith/Inspector present. Greg Jones, Attorney present.  Jeff Pasakarnis, Planning/Zoning Commissioner absent.  Sharon Stevenson absent.

Minutes for May Meeting:  Jason made a motion to correct and accept the minutes from the May meeting.    Terry seconded, motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report:  Read by the Mayor.  Net income of -5631.99 for May.  April to May net income of -7098.88.  Jason made a motion to accept the treasurer’s report.  Amanda seconded, motion carried.

Amanda made a motion to pay the bills.  Jason seconded, motion carried.  
Building Report:  
Jim did one inspection.  Jim stated that Floyd Nagel was issued a building permit in Belle Rive because he got the well and septic from LaSalle County.  Jim stated that he is building a house.  Scott was under the impression that Mr. Nagel wasn’t building.  Scott asked about Kevin Junkins across the street.  Jim put him in touch with an inspector.  Mr. Junkins is trying to do the work himself and his funds are running low.  Jim said he got a permit for a fence on Fowler.  He also got the money and application from Neil Adams for a deck.  Neil did start the project before getting a permit.  Stated that he thought that he just needed to see what LaSalle County required and he could go forward.  Terry spoke to him and he got his paperwork in order.  

Jim received a phone call from Mr. Becker because his garage had burned down.  Jim told him that he needed a demo permit and a new permit for the garage.  Mr. Becker asked Jim if he had his drawings from 10 years ago.  Jim did not.  Advised him he could do his own drawings if it was detached.  Jim asked him about the integrity of the foundation and stated that it needed to be looked at.  Question as to whether or not the Village will waive the fees because it was a fire.  He was advised to come to the meeting to ask.  New garage is already up without a building permit and demolition permit.  Terry stated that this is going on all over town where people are doing work without having the proper permits.  Jim stated that starting work without a permit has additional fees.  Jim asked for direction in starting to impose those fees.  Terry stated that there is a difference between putting up something when you don’t know you need a permit and going forward with a project when you have called and know you need a permit and going forward with the work without it.  Discussion over whether or not to treat these two situations differently or treat everybody the same.  Amanda and Jason both stated that a “case by case” approach would cause a lot of trouble.  Scott advised Jim to start doubling fines for starting work without a permit.  Jim stated that a demolition permit is $50.00 and building a garage is $300. Doubling those fines would make everything $700.  Terry stated that he spoke to Keith’s wife before the work was done and advised her that they needed a demolition permit and building permit.  Jim asked what we should do if we stop him and he continues to do work.  Attorney Jones stated that would be an additional violation.  Jason directed Jim to do a stop order.  Terry told Mr. Becker in a previous conversation that if he doesn’t get a demolition permit he would be paying taxes on two buildings.  Amanda suggested waiving the violation fees.  After discussion, it was determined to charge him the fee and the doubling of the fee, as Mr. Becker did not come to the meeting to ask for this to be waived as he was advised.  Jim stated that if we waive the fees he would waive his fees as well.  Jason restated that he should be given the stop order and told the fees and then have further discussion as needed.  

Terry asked about 109 Race Street, Mr. Millen’s house.  He has tried calling and Mr. Millen will not return calls.  Jim stated that he would need to deem it unsafe.  Attorney Jones stated that there are different approaches but deeming it unsafe would be the quickest way to getting the property demolished.  Terry stated that when he checked the tax records it was still in Mr. Millen’s name.  Attorney stated that all lien holders would need to be advised as well.  They can then file an objection.  A title search would need to be done.  A title search needs to be done at LaSalle County.  A new notice needs to be sent, as the last notice was a year and a half ago.  Jim needs the resident’s permission to go on the property to assess it because he is trespassing otherwise.  Jim stated that he would draft the first letter.  

Citizen’s Comments: 
Janet Blue asked to get a pothole fixed.  Scott said he would take care of it.  She also stated there is mud across from Brian’s house as well.  Jim went back and mentioned that he has the original letter to Mr. Millen.  Clerk asked for sidewalk in front of her house to be filled.  Resident asked what is happening at Littlejohn’s house.  Might be foreclosed on.  Scott discussed the foreclosed houses in town that he has mowed and he is planning to send out bills. 

New Business: 
· Purchase website for Village – Terry got a price on a website with the hope of stopping some of these permit issues.  Discussion over if we could design it ourselves.  Other board members discussed getting pricing themselves.  The fence for the Ries property has not been fixed yet.  Jeff never received the information he asked about from the resident when they were here at the meeting.  Scott is going to talk to the resident.  
· Appointment of Village Trustee – Mr. West approached Scott about filling in the vacant position.  Also, Jordan Thibault is interested in Sharon’s position but Sharon did not come to resign tonight so we cannot move forward on that appointment.   Jason made a motion to appoint Thomas “Mike” West.  Question was asked as to whether or not there is a problem with a trustee having an existing conflict with a resident.  Attorney stated no.  Terry clarified that as a Board member he will have to work with all residents in a professional manner. Mr. West agreed.  Brad seconded, motion carried.  He will have to run in April for that position.  Scott read the Oath of Office and appointed Mr. West.  Kim Lobdell notarized.  Given to clerk.
· Prevailing Wage Scale – Ordinance 06-01-14, “An Ordinance Adopting Prevailing Wage Rates to be Paid to Laborers, Mechanics and Other Workers Performing Construction of Public Works in the Village of Millington, Kendall and LaSalle Counties, Illinois.”  Jason made a motion to adopt the ordinance.  Brad seconded, motion carried.  Mike West included in this vote.
Old Business:  

· New Windows Village Hall – pricing brought.  Scott would like to put this off until the next meeting as he is expecting more pricing.  Jason asked if the netting is off and Scott said that it would be taken off this weekend.  Terry said to take $100 off the bid if they aren’t taking the hardware cloth (netting) off.  Jason asked to table until next meeting.
Trustees Comments:

Brad apologized for being gone at the last meeting.  Jason asked if Scott is going to talk to the engineer about the road.  Terry stated that he has tried to find out whom the owner of Lot 3 is to talk to them about stone removal.  He has the name but the number has been disconnected.  Terry has found a way to get the number of the owner to get permission to go on the property to do the stonework.  Scott said that road money is low so he would like to do some patching.  Scott is going to mark some areas to go over with the engineer.  Scott asked if the Board was ok with going forward with patching.  Scott will bring information on what we can do at the next meeting.

Terry stated that anyone on a dirt bike or quad in town will be arrested and the vehicle will be impounded.  Anyone who gets into a verbal altercation will be arrested for disorderly conduct.  Scott added that he had a meeting with the Sheriff of LaSalle and States Attorney’s office.  It was stated that the best way to go is to call the Sheriff and not take matters into their own hands.  Terry reiterated that people need to walk away.  

Mayor’s Comments:
Mowed some properties.  Scott asked what is going on with Mr. Mlsna.  The disconnection petition has been dismissed.  The bridge case has progressed.  He has a permit from the Army Corps and from the DNR.  He does not have the LaSalle County permit.  Terry asked if we should discuss it in Executive Session.  Attorney stated that we should not speak beyond an update.  Terry stated that the progress has been slow.   Attorney stated that we should go into executive session.

The rest of the televisions are gone. The damage to the garage will be addressed.  The testicle festival was last weekend.  June 28th will be a fireman’s water fight.  Ian Adams said he was ok with it.  

Terry made a motion to go into executive session to discuss pending litigation.  Jason seconded, motion carried. Went into executive session at 8:11pm.

No further business discussed.  Jason made a motion to adjourn.  Brad seconded, motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 8:35 pm.
