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PRESIDENT’'S REPORT

Can you believe Covid 19 impacted us for a second year in a row! 2021 was a very different year from 2020.
Last season we struggled to get going with tough Covid restrictions in place but finished strong with 8 rounds
of rugby played. In 2021 we had a smooth start to the year and powered through the first 7 rounds without
restrictions, before being cruelly shut down due to a Delta strain outbreak.

With the ever-present threat of covid, there was always a risk the tour wouldnt happen, and with a breakout two
weeks before our flights it was a nail-biting start. Fortune was on our side, the border to Brisbane was open in
time and we were on our way and what a magnificent time it was.

Planned to the last detail by Katrina and Shane Lee there was very little to think about for the touring families.

Our Coaches

Our coaches, Shane Lee and Peter Jarjoura, ably supported by Pefer Lloyd Jones, Nick May, Eden Barros and JK,
did an incredible job not only through the tour in running training sessions to get the boys ready and keeping
them going, but also committed fo running sessions in the lead up fo the tour. Our U12s had had no game fime,
so they needed all they could get, and the coaches delivered.

The Parents

There was a mix of Dad’s, Mum’s, and families including siblings, with one of the players even travelling alone
under the supervision of JKII Everyone was keen to meet the other parents and all had the common inferest of
the games and the boys. The Shammies parents are all fantastically friendly and certainly fook the opportunity to
get to know everyone.

The Games

Game one was played against the Bull Sharks. The ground itself was great, if a little soggy from the recent rain.

Petersham is the oldest, contfinually operating club in the NSW Suburban Rugby Union (“Subbies”) Competition.
You've seen “1883” proudly written on many Shammie items - 1883, the year the club was born. And now we've
been operating and playing rugby for 138 years.

During all these years, there have been many wonderful highlights and Peftersham has achieved some magnificent
feats.... but it hasn’t all been smooth sailing, and the club’s strength and resilience has been tested, as you would
expect, when such a long history is in place.

In the 1980s and early 90s, the club had to really dig deep to survive. During these years the club was on a
downwards slide and the number of players and teams were diminishing. At one stage we were in a 1 feam
division, one solitary feam, and in 1984 climbed back to 2 teams, but not without some hardship. During the 92
season, Petersham had to enlist help from the neighbouring “Sth Sydney New Zealand RFC” - and although this
only gave enough numbers for a bit over one team, we always played two grades each week - so most had fo
double up - and we gof flogged - week in and week out.

It was tough stuff - would the club survive? - would we be able fo play the following year? - would we be able
fo continue the unbroken history of Petersham Rugby?

Due to nothing else than the unbreakable Shammie spirit, and, the hard work of a few individuals, namely Mr
Richard Harvey and Mr Paul Stokoe, the club always pulled on its socks and jerseys and we started to rebuild
and turn the corner - eventually the club got back to its glory days, and of course, onwards the club has
marched, to get us back to where we are today.
