YEAR-ROUND

Heber Valley Railroad (The Heber Creeper) ~ One of the most popular attractions in Heber Valley is the historic Heber
Valley Railroad. The 16 miles of track between the valley and Vivian Park in Provo Canyon offer access to some of the most
spectacular scenery in the state.  The train departs from the Heber Depot, 450 South 600 West.  Reservations required.

Homestead Crater ~ Swim, Scuba, Soak.
One of the most unique activities you’ll ever experience.  The Crater is a geothermal spring hidden within a 55-foot tall,
beehive-shaped limestone rock located in Midway.  The Crater formed when melting snow on the Wasatch Mountains
seeped deep within the earth. Two miles below the surface, the earth’s interior heated the water. As it percolated upward, it
picked up minerals which were then deposited on the surface - eventually forming the volcano-shaped limestone deposit
called The Homestead Crater. 

The water is a constant range of 90 – 96 degrees Fahrenheit.  You can go swimming, scuba diving, snorkeling, enjoy a
therapeutic soak, or even take a paddle board yoga class. The Crater is the only warm water scuba diving destination in the
continental US.

Provo River Trout Fishing - The Provo River is one of many Blue Ribbon locations in Heber Valley, along with Deer
Creek and Jordanelle Reservoir.  Throw the line out and see the fish fly through the water. With an estimated 3,500-4,000
fish in every mile of stream, you won’t have an excuse if you come home empty-handed!  Each location is slightly different,
but the Provo River gives fishing enthusiasts the opportunity to reel in Brown Trout, Mountain Whitefish and the possible
Rainbow Trout. Jordanelle Reservoir also offers the additional possibility of catching Kokanee Salmon, Smallmouth Bass
and Cutthroat Trout.

In addition to the aircraft, the
museum also houses a significant collection of authentic World War II artifacts and memorabilia. Items on display in our
museum include Allied country uniforms, as well as armament, photographs, weapons and equipment from both Allied and
Axis countries.
