FROM the East heading WEST on ROUTE 78:

Route 78 WEST to EXIT 11, Route 173/West Portal. Off the exit, follow signs to stay on ROUTE 173 WEST; Continue for 2 miles and
exit off Route 173 bearing right onto BRUNSWICK AVE. Make the right onto ASBURY/W PORTAL ROAD. Go 1/4 mile; make the
first left onto VALLEY STATION ROAD. Cross over the green bridge (Valley Station turns into WOLVERTON Road). The entrance to
The Ridge Farm at Riverview is the driveway on the left.

FROM the East heading WEST (Truck Route):
Route 78 West to exit 7, Rt 173 West, go approx. ¥2 mile, make first right (just past Musconetcong River) onto Bloomsbury Asbury
Road. Go approx. 2.5 miles turn right onto Wolverton Road. Turn right, driveway on right.

FROM the West (PA) heading EAST on ROUTE 78:

Route 78 EAST to EXIT 6. This is the exit for the. Weigh Station. Go to the end of the ramp and make a LEFT onto BLOOMSBURY
ROAD. Continue about 2 %2 miles (road becomes Asbury Bloomsbury Road) and make a RIGHT onto WOLVERTON ROAD. The
Ridge Farm at Riverview driveway on the right.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF Rulebook will be conducted and judged in accor-
dance therewith.

2. All Measurement Cards, Amateur Cards, necessary Association number and signatures must appear on all entry blanks, accompanied by a form of
payment before any entry will be processed and rider number given out. Entries received after the closing date will be charged a $25 post entry fee.
There will be a $100 non-showing horse fee. All Hunter and Equitation horses will be charged a $20 schooling fee. A $75 office fee and a $25 EMT fee
will be charged to all entries.

3. Stalls as available will be 10" by 10" temporary stalls with doors, grass or dirt floor. Stall Fee $250 by the April 23rd closing date with payment se-
cured. $50 Late Stall Fee will be charged for stalls not ordered by the closing date. Stall fees are NON-REFUNDABLE after the closing date of entries.
Stalls may not be shared or transferred. No initial bedding provided. No wiring of any kind allowed in the stabling areas.

4. Refunds: If a horse becomes injured or ill prior to showing in any class, a refund of the entry fees will be made upon presentation of a Veterinarian’s
certificate. Certificates must be presented by the end of the show week. A processing fee of $50 will be deducted from the refund for any legitimately
excused horse. No refund on stalls after the closing date.

5. A valid form of payment must be on file with the show office in order for back numbers to be issued. In addition to Checks, Credit Cards are ac-
cepted as payment; a 4% convenience fee will be assessed if this option is utilized.

6. A penalty of $50 or 10% of the total outstanding bill, whichever is greater, will be charged for any non-negotiable checks or credit cards declined for
any reason.

7.Itis the responsibility of the exhibitor to have CURRENT MEMBERSHIPS and measurement cards for any and all classes which require the same.
This will include USEF, USHJA, Marshall and Sterling, NJPHA, NJHSA, NAL, WIHS.

8.In order for Prize Money to be awarded, Prize Money payee information MUST be provided including name, address,
and taxpayer identification number. It is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to provide this information on the entry
blank & a W9 must be filled out, signed and provided to us before prize money can be sent. Prize Money checks cannot be
issued without this information. Prize Money will be applied to show accounts. If additional Prize Money needs to be
issued, it will be mailed within 30 days using the information provided on the entry blank provided a completed W-9 is on
file with show management. The horse show will not stop payment or duplicate awards of any lost check. All Prize Money
checks are non-negotiable after 60 days from the date of issue.

9. Protective headgear is required at all times when mounted on the show grounds.

10. The Ridge Farm, The Ridge South LLC, The Ridge North LLC, its employees or owners, Nona Garson, George D’ Am-
brosio, or any member of the show committee will not be held responsible for any accident, loss, theft or damage at the
show. It shall be the condition of every exhibitor to hold the same blameless or harmless for any accident or loss.

11.  The committee reserves the right to cancel, combine, split or substitute classes at their discretion.

12.  Horses must have entered in at least one other class in the show to be eligible for the money class, Derby or Classic.

13.  If there are fewer than 15 entries in a class offering $5000 or more in Prize Money*, the class will be held as a sweep-
stakes with entry fees combined to make the purse. If there are fewer than 8 entries in a class offering $3000 or less in prize
money, the class will be held as a sweepstakes with entry fees combined to make the purse. Exception: NAL & WIHS Clas-
sics will pay full prize money with 3 or more entries. Classes will need at least 6 entries to fill.

***Garden State Grand Prix not included.

14.  Schooling will be in designated ring.

15.  Inaddition to Zone 2 Specifications, classes/divisions designated as NJHSA, NJPHA, NAL, M&S, PEL, Take2, NHS,
WIHS or USHJA will be run in accordance with current specifications.

16. A jump order will be established at the in gate with the starter.



17. Jump courses will be posted a minimum of 1 hour before the start of a class.
18. Ties other than first, will remain tied.

19. Sharps containers will be located in the stables and the secretary stand.

20. All entries not paid at the horse show will incur a $100.00 late payment fee.

21. All pets must be kept on a leash at all times. The leash must be held or attached to a fixed object. Unruly or aggressive
dogs will be required to be removed from the grounds.

22. Should any questions or disputes arise not provided for in these rules, the same shall be referred to show management
whose decision shall be final.

23. Any open invoices will be closed by office staff at the end of the show with the method of payment holding the entry.
Itis the exhibitor’s responsibility to review their bill and resolve any discrepancies within one hour of the show ending. If
disputes are not negotiated within this time frame the bill stands without further review.

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above,
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage Competitions, Endurance Rides and Vaulting Competitions: (See GR828.4 of the Federation rules).
Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above
and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a
handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent, at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving
Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3)
games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot (exception: Friesian performance FR231) and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses
used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions.

Motorized Vehicle Statement:

The unsafe use of personal
electronic transport devices, as determined by the competition officials and management in their sole discretion, that do not require a driver’s license to operate, includ-
ing but not limited to Segway, hover boards, and single wheeled scooters is prohibited on competition grounds. Operating such devices in areas where people gather may
be deemed “unsafe use” _if there is a risk of harm to others. If the operator of the device is a minor, the parent/legal guardian or individual who signs the entry blank as
a parent or guardian of a minor operating the device in violation of this rule is accountable and may be subject to penalties. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance
devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.
