FROM the East heading WEST on ROUTE 78:
Route 78 WEST to EXIT 11, Route 173/West Portal. Off the exit, follow signs to stay on ROUTE 173 WEST; Continue for 2 miles and 
exit off Route 173 bearing right onto BRUNSWICK AVE. Make the right onto ASBURY/W PORTAL ROAD. Go 1/4 mile; make the 
first left onto VALLEY STATION ROAD. Cross over the green bridge (Valley Station turns into WOLVERTON Road). The entrance to 
The Ridge Farm at Riverview is the first GRAVEL driveway on the left.

FROM the East heading WEST (Truck Route):
Route 78 West to exit 7, Rt 173 West, go approx. ½ mile, make first right (just past Musconetcong River) onto Bloomsbury Asbury 
Road. Go approx. 2.5 miles turn right onto Wolverton Road. Turn right on first gravel driveway on right.

FROM the West (PA) heading EAST on ROUTE 78:FROM the West (PA) heading EAST on ROUTE 78:
Route 78 EAST to EXIT 6.  This is the exit for the. Weigh Station. Go to the end of the ramp and make a LEFT onto BLOOMSBURY 
ROAD.  Continue about 2 ½ miles (road becomes Asbury Bloomsbury Road) and make a RIGHT onto WOLVERTON ROAD. The 
Ridge Farm at Riverview is the first gravel driveway on the right.

RULES AND REGULATIONS:

1. Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and specifications of the current USEF Rulebook will be conducted and judged in accor-
dance therewith. 

2. All Measurement Cards, Amateur Cards, necessary Association number and signatures must appear on all entry blanks, accompanied by a form of 
payment before any entry will be processed and rider number given out. Entries received after the closing date will be charged a $25 post entry fee. 
There will be a $100 non-showing horse fee. All Hunter and Equitation horses will be charged a $20 schooling fee.  A $75 office fee and a $25 EMT fee 
will be charged to all entries. 

3. Stalls as available will be 10’ by 10’ temporary stalls with doors, grass or dirt floor. Stall Fee $300 by the April 23rd closing date with payment se-
cured.  $50 Late Stall Fee will be charged for stalls not ordered by the closing date. Stall fees are NON-REFUNDABLE after the closing date of entries. 
Stalls may not be shared or transferred. No initial bedding provided. No wiring of any kind allowed in the stabling areas.

4. Refunds: If a horse becomes injured or ill prior to showing in any class, a refund of the entry fees will be made upon presentation of a Veterinarian’s 
certificate. Certificates must be presented by the end of the show week. A processing fee of $50 will be deducted from the refund for any legitimately 
excused horse. No refund on stalls after the closing date.

5. A valid form of payment must be on file with the show office in order for back numbers to be issued.  In addition to Checks, Credit Cards are ac-
cepted as payment; a 4% convenience fee will be assessed if this option is utilized. 

6. A penalty of $50 or 10% of the total outstanding bill, whichever is greater, will be charged for any non-negotiable checks or credit cards declined for 
any reason.

7. It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to have CURRENT MEMBERSHIPS and measurement cards for any and all classes which require the same. 
This will include USEF, USHJA, Marshall and Sterling, NJPHA, NJHSA, NAL, WIHS.



8. In order for Prize Money to be awarded, Prize Money payee information MUST be provided including name, address, 
and taxpayer identification number.  It is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to provide this information on the entry 
blank & a W9 must be filled out, signed and provided to us before prize money can be sent. Prize Money checks cannot 
be issued without this information. Prize Money will be applied to show accounts. If additional Prize Money needs to be 
issued, it will be mailed within 30 days using the information provided on the entry blank provided a completed W-9 is on 
file with show management. The horse show will not stop payment or duplicate awards of any lost check.  All Prize Money 
checks are non-negotiable after 60 days from the date of issue.

9. Protective headgear is required at all times when mounted on the show grounds.

10. The Ridge Farm, The Ridge South LLC, The Ridge North LLC, its employees or owners, Nona Garson, George D’Am-
brosio, or any member of the show committee will not be held responsible for any accident, loss, theft or damage at the 
show. It shall be the condition of every exhibitor to hold the same blameless or harmless for any accident or loss.

11. The committee reserves the right to cancel, combine, split or substitute classes at their discretion.

12. Horses must have entered in at least one other class in the show to be eligible for the money class, Derby or Classic.

13. If there are fewer than 15 entries in a class offering $5000 or more in Prize Money*, the class will be held as a sweep-
stakes with entry fees combined to make the purse. If there are fewer than 8 entries in a class offering $3000 or less in prize 
money, the class will be held as a sweepstakes with entry fees combined to make the purse.  Exception: NAL & WIHS Clas-
sics will pay full prize money with 3 or more entries.  Classes will need at least 6 entries to fill.
Money will be paid as follows: 1st 30%, 2nd 22%, 3rd 18% 4th 12% 5th 10%, 6th 8%
***Garden State Grand Prix not included.

14. Schooling will be permitted only in areas provided by the committee. Back numbers must be issued and worn. School-
ing breaks will be offered at each jump height change and as the time schedule permits at management discretion.

15. In addition to Zone 2 Specifications, classes/divisions designated as NJHSA, NJPHA, NAL, M&S, PEL, Take2, NHS, 
WIHS or USHJA will be run in accordance with current specifications.

16. A jump order will be established at the in gate with the starter.

17. Jump courses will be posted a minimum of 1 hour before the start of a class.

18. Ties other than first, will remain tied.

19. Sharps containers will be located in the stables and the secretary stand.

20. All entries not paid at the horse show will incur a $100.00 late payment fee.

21. All pets must be kept on a leash at all times. The leash must be held or attached to a fixed object.  Unruly or aggressive 
dogs will be required to be removed from the grounds.

22. Should any questions or disputes arise not provided for in these rules, the same shall be referred to show management 
whose decision shall be final.

23. Any open invoices will be closed by office staff at the end of the show with the method of payment holding the entry. 
It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to review their bill and resolve any discrepancies within one hour of the show ending. If 
disputes are not negotiated within this time frame the bill stands without further review. 



Class Specifications: Hunter classes to be judged on soundness and performance. Any additional specifications will be noted. 

Courses: Hunter courses will simulate those found in a hunting field including gates, brush, walls, oxers, in and out, coops or rails Jogging for soundness when required, 
will require each horse to trot a circle on loose rein at the end of each over fences performance. Hunter prize money will be awarded in accordance with USEF rule HU 
127 unless otherwise specified.

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above, 
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage Competitions, Endurance Rides and Vaulting Competitions: (See GR828.4 of the Federation rules). 
Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Modified Level or above 
and Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance Rides. A non-member may participate as a 
handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee, or agent, at Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Driving 
Competitions upon payment of a Show Pass fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) 
games and races; 4) classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot (exception: Friesian performance FR231) and academy classes (academy classes are classes limited to horses 
used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions.

Motorized Vehicle Statement:

WAIVER AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY,
ASSUMPTION OF RISK AND INDEMNITY AGREEMENT

For and in consideration of United States Equestrian Federation, Inc. dba US Equestrian (“USEF”) allowing me, the undersigned, to participate in any 
capacity (including as a rider, driver, handler, vaulter, longeur, lessee, owner, agent, coach, official, trainer or volunteer) in a USEF sanctioned, licensed or 
approved event or activity, including but not limited to equestrian clinics, practices, shows, competitions and related or incidental activities and  
________________________________(“USEF Event” or “USEF Events”); I, for myself, and on behalf of my spouse, children, heirs and next of kin, 
and any legal and personal representatives, executors, administrators, successors,, and assigns, hereby agree to and make the following contractual repre-
sentations pursuant to this Agreement (the “Agreement”):

A. RULES AND REGULATIONS: I hereby agree that I have read, understand, and agree to be bound by all applicable Federation Bylaws, rules, and policies 
including the USEF Safe Sport Policy and Minor Athlete Abuse Prevention Policies (MAAPP) as published at www.usef.org, as amended from time to time.

B. ACKNOWLEDGMENT OF RISK: I knowingly, willingly, and voluntarily acknowledge the inherent risks associated with the sport of equestrian and know that 
horseback riding and related equestrian activities are inherently dangerous, and that participation in any USEF Event involves risks and dangers including, with-
out limitation, the potential for serious bodily injury (including broken bones, head or neck injuries), sickness and disease (including communicable diseases), 
trauma, pain & suffering, permanent disability, paralysis and death; loss of or damage to personal property (including my mount & equipment) arising out of the 
unpredictable behavior of horses; exposure to extreme conditions and circumstances; accidents involving other participants, event staff, volunteers or specta-
tors; contact or collision with other participants and horses, natural or manmade objects; adverse weather conditions; facilities issues and premises conditions; 
failure of protective equipment (including helmets); inadequate safety measures; participants of varying skill levels; situations beyond the immediate control of 
the USEF Event organizers and competition management; and other undefined, not readily foreseeable and presently unknown risks and dangers (“Risks”).

EQUINE ACTIVITY LIABILITY ACT WARNING:

C. ASSUMPTION OF RISK: I understand that the aforementioned Risks may be caused in whole or in part or result directly or indirectly from the negligence
of my own actions or inactions, the actions or inactions of others participating in the USEF Events, or the negligent acts or omissions of the Released Par-
ties defined below, and I hereby voluntarily and knowingly assume all such Risks and responsibility for any damages, liabilities, losses, or expenses that I
incur as a result of my participation in any USEF Events.  I also agree to be responsible for any injury or damage caused by me, my horse, my employees or
contractors under my direction and control at any USEF Event.

D. WAIVER AND RELEASE OF LIABILITY, HOLD HARMLESS AND INDEMNITY: In conjunction with my participation in any USEF Event, I hereby release, waive
and covenant not to  sue, and further agree to indemnify, defend and hold harmless the following parties:  USEF, USEF Recognized Affiliate Associations,
the United States Olympic & Paralympic Committee (USOPC), USEF clubs, members, Event participants (including athletes/riders, coaches, trainers, judg-
es/officials, and other personnel), the Event owner, licensee, and competition managers; the promoters, sponsors, or advertisers of any USEF Event; any
charity or other beneficiary which may benefit from the USEF Event; the owners, managers, or lessors of any facilities or premises where a USEF Event may
be held; and all directors, officers, employees, agents, contractors, and volunteers of any of the aforementioned parties (Individually and Collectively, the
“Released Parties” or “Event Organizers”), with respect to any liability, claim(s), demand(s), cause(s) of action, damage(s), loss, or expense (including
court costs and reasonable attorney fees) of any kind or nature (“Liability”) which may arise out of, result from, or relate in any way to my participation in
the USEF Events, including claims for Liability caused in whole or in part by the negligent acts or omissions of the Released Parties.

E. COMPLETE AGREEMENT AND SEVERABILITY CLAUSE: This Agreement represents the complete understanding between the parties regarding these issues
and no oral representations, statements or inducements have been made apart from this Agreement.  If any provision of this Agreement is held to be
unlawful, void, or for any reason unenforceable, then that provision shall be deemed severable from this Agreement and shall not affect the validity and
enforceability of any remaining provisions.
