	On Sunday, September 22nd, as part of AAP’s Outreach, a clinic was held in Paritilla. A total of 28 animals were sterilize - 15 dogs & 13 cats. A big thanks to all the volunteers who helped.  The next clinic is scheduled for Sunday, October 13th at Proyecto Azuero in Pedasí.  30 animals are already booked. On November 17th, there will be a clinic at the school in Pocrí. The local people are organizing and raising funds for this even. There are 10-12 cats at their garbage dump who need to be trapped and sterilized.
