Our Thanksgiving program provides food 

items for the clients to prepare at home; while our 

Christmas program not only provides the clients with a 

full meal to prepare at home, but also supplies our  

clients with Christmas gifts for their children ages birth 

to 12 years. Walmart on 161 graciously hosted our An-

gel Tree program supplying those gifts.  

We partnered with the GPISD with its back-to-school 

event by providing 175 backpacks filled with school 

supplies and an outfit/uniform for the first day of 

school. 

GPUC is a host agency for the North Texas Food Bank’s 

Supplemental Nutritional Assistance Program (SNAP 

formerly known as food stamps). Every Monday this 

program assists clients with receiving benefits for Food 

Stamps, TANF, CHIP, Medicaid, Women’s Health and 

Qualified Medicare Beneficiaries (QMB).                Clients 

were assisted in 2017.  

People and Nutrition is a commodity supplemental 

program sponsored by the U.S. Department of  

Agriculture, Texas Department of Human Services, 

North Texas Food Bank, Catholic Charities of Dallas, Inc. 

and Grand Prairie United Charities. This program pro-

vides nutritious foods at no cost to qualified partici-

pants. GPUC hosts this program the first Thursday of 

each month and we are proud to report that 1545 

individuals were served in 2017.
