Every now and then | learn about something and wonder: Why didn’t

| know about this before? Father Peter Mary Rookey falls into that
category. |learned about him after coming across the “Miracle Prayer,”
written and promoted by him while he was alive. Although we cannot
assume anyone is in heaven unless they are canonized a saint, (sowe
should still send up a prayer for them) it seems from Father Rookey’s
life that he would be a powerful intercessor.

Born in Superior, Wisconsin, on October 12, 1916. Father Rookey
grew up in a family of thirteen. When he was eight years old, he was
blinded by a Fourth of July firework. Despite being told there was no
cure for him, his sight gradually improved. He credited that to his
mother leading the family in praying the rosary each evening “until
little Peter’s eyesight returns.”

Father Rookey was ordained a priest with the Servite seminary on
May 17, 1941 at the Servite Our Lady of Sorrows Basilica in Chicago.
He helped expand the Order to Ireland where he served from 1948
to 1953 as assistant master and then prior Benburb Priory. He was
fluentin seven languages and served as Assistant Master of Novices,
at Mt. St. Philip in Granville, Wisconsin, and then as assistant pastor
at Assumption Parish in Portland, Oregon.

Healing Begins

It was while in Ireland that the healings began. Blessing people
who requested it after Mass, not an uncommon request, miraculous
healings began to occur. Word spread, and more and more people
came for his blessings.

The Chicago Tribune wrote about himin 1994. “lt was very humbling,
Rookey says. It appeared that many had experienced cures for life-
threatening ilinesses or injuries-unbeknownst to the young cleric. The
priest’s popularity did not escape his superiors’ attention.”

The Tribune explained that the Church was cautious about all this
attention and claims of miracles so by 1953 Rookey was assigned as
assistant general of the Servite Order in Rome, putting his healing
ministry on hold for more than three decades. “When asked how
he felt about that, by the Tribune, Rookey responded: ‘I became a
priest to be an obedient servant of God’s will. | trust my superiors to
make wise decisions about the use of my gifts.”

During the late 1960s, after the Charismatic movement took hold and
gained acceptance in the Church, Father Rookey’s healing ministry
became accepted and endorsed by the Church’s hierarchy and his
order. He became known internationally for miraculous healings and
also for his life-changing Miracle Prayer and was the subject of three
books. Father Rookey died in his sleep just short of his 98th birthday,
on September 10, 2014

)

There were no answers. | picked up amagazine
and read about the death of Karen Carpenter. | felt hopeless. | was at
my edge of losing my life. | called out to St. Jude in my desperation. |
saw a vein in my left arm turn black from my wrist to my shoulder. Then
it faded back to normal. | knew the healing process had begun. Praise
God. After that, my daughter and | were converted and my Methodist
family welcomed my new faith with open arms.

| did with Tom Peterson, a glow comes over me whenever | talk about
Our Mother. While | was in Medjugorje, | was profoundly inspired by
Fr. Rookey and his Miracle Prayer. | had no idea how this prayer
was going to become a part of my life in the years to come.

Two years ago, | received a call from my gastro doctor after
a routine MRI to monitor for polycystic cysts. Usually he called with
good news.

Did | have pancreatic cancer? When | went for the biopsy, |
can remember the doctor coming to the room next to mine and | heard
him tell the young lady there that she did not have cancer. My mind was
set. | was sure | didn’t have it either. But when he came in my room,
his news was different. It looked like | had pancreatic cancer. My faith
began to take over, just like it had for the young woman in the article
who had remained so positive through her pancreatic cancer ordeal.

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Introduction

The devotion to the Holy Child Jesus has long been
a tradition of the Catholic Church for a very long time.
This devotion is a veneration of our Lord’s sacred
Infancy. Many saints had a very strong devotion to
the Divine Child, notably St. Therese of the Child
Jesus, St. Francis of Assisi, St. Anthony of Padua,
and St. Teresa of Avila.

Prague is the capitol city of the Czech Republic, which
is at the very central of Europe with Germany, Poland,
Russia and Austria as its neighbours. The history of
the Infant Jesus of Prague started in the 17th century
when a statue of the Infant Jesus was brought into
Bohemia (now Czech Republic) and eventually was
given to the Discalced Carmelites in Prague. Since
then, the statue has remained in Prague and has drawn
many devotees worldwide to go and honor the Holy
Child. Many graces, blessings, favors and miraculous
healings have been received by many who petitioned
before the Infant Jesus.

History
The exact origin of the Infant Jesus statue was not truly
known, but historical sources point to a small 28cm
high sculpture of the Holy Child with a bird in his right
hand carved in around the year 1340. Many other Infant
Jesus sculptures were also carved by famous masters
throughout Europe in the Middle Ages.

The popularity of the Child Jesus grew in the Baroque
period in Spain which may have been caused by the
visions of St. Teresa of Avila. A number of sculptures
made in Spain eventually found their way to Prague.
These sculptures were made of wax, ivory, and bronze
andwere dressed in garments reflecting the aristocratic
fashion of that period.

Itis unknown to this date which ofthose early sculptures
that got to Prague was the exact origin of the Infant
Jesus of Prague. It was speculated that it came from a
monastery in Bohemia and from there it was obtained
by Dona Isabella Manrique who gave it as a wedding
gift to her daughter Marie Manrique who married a
noble of the Czech kingdom. Later, the Holy Infant
statue was again given to Marie’s daughter Polyxena
as a wedding gift in 1587. In 1628, Lady Polyxena
presented the statue to the Carmelites at the Church

FIVE REMAINING MESSAGES OF
SAINT SHARBEL

The shepherd’s staff is used to guide and protect the
flock againstwolves and beasts of the forest. The staff
of the Good Shepherd has the appearance of a staff
in His hand, though in reality it is a scepter. The oaken
crook in the hand of the Good Shepherd becomes as
a scepter, and the ornamented scepter remains in His
hand as the oaken crook.

The full thimble and the full pot are alike. Whether
you are a pot or a thimble, the most important thing
is that you are full. Try always to be full, whatever
your size may be. Do not be distracted with outside
things. The things around you, before you and behind
you are less valuable than the things inside you. His
truth always rises even when the world collapses.
The world never gives to you, but always puts you in
debt. God alone gives.

You cannot lift people higher than yourself, but if
Christ is in you, you can go up and draw them to
you. When you climb high, pull your brothers towards
you. Christ raised you when He was lifted up, so raise
your brothers, as you are raised through the power
of Christ. As you are drawn towards Christ, you will
draw people around you.

Do notsell your souls in the markets of this world. Your

souls are very valuable. Whatever price the world
may pay you, it is too low a price compared to your
souls’ true value. Do not sell your souls because the
world cannot pay you the true price. The true price
is paid only by the blood of Christ, fully paid on the
cross. The kingdom of God is not a goal but a journey
that you can realize in yourself by the power of the
Holy Spirit. Step by step, day-by-day, in the small
details that fill the moments of your life, second after
second. Meditation is to look at things as they are,
not as you imagine them in your mind, or as you
want them to be.

You love your idea about the person, not the person
himself. And you hate your idea about the person, not
the person himself. Beware, do not condemn. Do not
put in your mind preconceived ideas and judgments
about anyone. Prejudices are colored lenses you put
on your eyes through which you see each person with
the color of your lenses, and not with the true color of
the person. Put in your head the wisdom of nature,
in your heart its beauty and in your spirit the power
of its constant renewal.

When you make a mistake, admit it. Admit your
misdeed, confess it, and correct as much as you
can. Acknowledging the error and correcting it build
you up and not put you down. Fix what you can and
confess to God that which you cannot fix. He will fix
what you are not able to fix and make up for what you
are not able to make up for.

Do not justify your mistake with your good intentions.
Good intentions are notenough to lead you to heaven,
as your works must be good like your intentions.
What counts are the fruits of your labor and the
consequences of your words. The good intention is
the argument ofthe ignorantand ignorance resembles
sleep. You do not realize you are sleeping until you
awake. Wake up the sleepers. When they are awake,
they understand they were sleeping. Do not speak
with a sleeper; he does not hear you. Wake him up
and then speak to him.

The more the holiness grows in man, the more he
ceases to see it. When he observes his holiness,
then it will have vanished.

Ponder in your mind the word you will say like the
stone-thrower rotates the stone in the sling. The stone
thrower does not cast his stone unless he is sure of
his aim. The word in your mouth is like the stone in
the sling, once released you will not be able to take it
back. If yourword will not reach its target, do not throw
it because it will hurt. Inappropriate words will surely
cause harm. Avoid using ambiguous language and
only choose the word that has only one explanation.
Be agood example instead of only giving good advice.
Wheneveryou see awrong, correctitin silence, rather
than blaming loudly.

The stone inthe wilderness underthe sun, submerged
in the river, bathed with scented oils, soaked with
incense, or coated with colors will remain a stone.
Only rubble, stones, pebbles, and sand come from
the rock, and as much as it softens, it gives only dust.
Being a saintis completely different from showing you
are a saint; one is possible without the other.

Always distinguish between your desires and your
needs. Man longs for many things he does not need,
and needs many things he does not desire. Your
wealth is measured by the lack of your needs, not
by the plenitude of your possessions. Everything you
think you possess in this world, in reality, it owns you.

Whatever you think is under your dominion in
this world, in reality, it is dominating you. All the
things in this world which you seek to control
make you a partner of the evil one. You exist
in this world to give and serve, not to possess
and command.

There is a big difference between involvement
and commitment. Live the commitment in the
Church not the involvement in the community.
Thedirection you take is more importantthan the
speed you adopt. What is the benefit of speed
and acceleration if the direction is wrong? Do
not start anything on earth if it does not end in
heaven. Do not walk on a path on earth that
does not lead to heaven.

Your five senses are incomplete, your spiritual
sense completes them. You cannot go toward
holiness without passing through humanity.
Things that happen in you are much more
important than those that happen with you.

Always discern between the opportunity and
the temptation. To grasp the opportunity is
different from surrendering to the temptation.
For trying to seize an opportunity is an initiative
for good, while submitting to the temptation is
a downward spiral to evil.

Sin is like poison. When you sin, it is as if you
drank poison; you are the one who is going to
be poisoned, it does not matter how you drank
it or who gave it to you. It is useless to blame
others when you get poisoned and die.

The ignorant man clings to the dust until he
becomes dust; the wise and prudentman clings
to heaven until he reaches heaven. You will
belong to the place to which you cling.

Whatever enters you and you receive is not
yours and whatever comes out of you and you
give away belongstoyou. You are notevaluated
bywhatenters you but rather by what comes out
of you. What enters you is not you, what comes
outofyouis you. By the power ofthe Spiritwhich
you receive through your prayers, transform
everything that enters you, and from which you
own nothing, into holiness that radiates from
you and makes you own everything.

On the Lord’s way, if you stand back a step,
the Devil makes you go back ten. However,
if you advance one step, the Lord helps you
advance a hundred.
