Wow! What a nice event we just had a John Kuhnôs Garage on 

March 9th.  As always, itôs one of the best events of the year. If 

you  missed it, you missed an interesting and informative 

event. 

     I want to thank everyone involved, especially Mark Madeira and Mike Bucheit. 

There will be a full write-up on the event later on in this newsletter.  

    Up next, will be a judging school at Dylan Stahlôs "All Collector's Auto" in  

Bedford, Pa. on April 27th. This event is intended to further educate the newer NCRS 

judges on the judging process. I encourage everyone that has not judged or has little 

exposure to our judging system to attend. We will explain condition and originality 

deductions, along with CDCIF and standard deductions.

Please plan on 

attending. It's  June 6th  and 7th.  Last year we had a great turnout and we will need 

plenty of judges. We are still registering cars. Then, in October we have our annual 

event at Greenwoodôs Hubbard Chevrolet in Hubbard, Ohio. 

   As most of you know I am restoring a ó63 split window.  One of the hardest things to 

do is get the correct gaps in a coupe door to the body.  You actually have four sides to 

align. There's lots of work involved and you can spend days on one door. I always 

make the fiberglass corrections to the body, but never to the door.  The door edges are 

too fragile.  Before the car has any paint, alignment is a lot easier to accomplish. 

  I mention this because I get many calls from members having trouble aligning doors 

after the car is painted.  As I mentioned, it is always best to align before any painting is 

done.  On this coupe door we actually had to cut an original weld and make the repair. 

Once the car is painted that is not possible. 

   If you're looking at a freshly restored car it's not just the paint on a car it's the 

attention to detail and the body gaps are one place I always look for and pay attention 

to.  I am attaching a picture of my coupe door here as an example. Thanks for reading 

and hope to see everyone at our next event.

Those of us who are familiar with changing the oil in our Corvettes and daily drivers are in for a big surprise 

when you want to change oil in a C7 with either a Z51, Grand Sport, Z06 or ZR1 with a dry sump oil system.  

This is my experience with changing my oil for the first time. 

First of all, my current floor jacks would not fit under the car because of its low profile.  I needed a new jack 

ŀƴȅǿŀȅ ǎƻ L ƻǊŘŜǊŜŘ ŀ ƧŀŎƪ ǘƘŀǘ ƘŀŘ ŀ ƭƻǿ ǇǊƻŦƛƭŜ ǿƛǘƘ ŀ ƭƛŦǘ ƻŦ оέ-нлέ ŀƴŘ ŀ ǊŜŀŎƘ ƻŦ мпέ.  DNA Motoring tools-

00235, 3 ton from Amazon. This has a twin hydraulic pump as well for additional safety.  Next, I needed a set 

of 4 lifting pads that fit into the bottom of the frame and serve as a buffer between the jack and the frame. I 

ordered Korop Lifting Jack pads for a C7 from Amazon (Fig. 2) and they twist into the frame holes easily.  Note: 

these need to be removed after you are done. 

I worked my way around the frame jacking the front first, then back, then other side front, then back by the 

lift points and placing jack stands under the car on the cross members. (Fig.1) The car should be level when

I use Mobile 1 synthetic super car oil 0W40 and the AC Delco filter PF64.  The car needs 9.5 quarts of oil.  I buy 

the 5 qt containers from Walmart and Mobile 1 runs a big rebate several times a year so watch for those 

savings. 

Next place your oil catch pan in position to catch the oil from the first drain plug in front. A 15mm wrench is 

needed and I keep the filler cap on top of the engine on, so the oil drains out slower.  Next remove the second 

oil plug and let that drain. (Fig. 3)  Check both plugs to make sure the threads are fine and the gasket is in good 

shape.  Next remove the filter making sure the gasket is still on the filter and not stuck on the engine.  Clean

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the engine where the filter attaches (Fig. 4)  and replace the filter that has been partially filled with new oil 

and the gasket has a layer of new oil applied.  Replace the plugs and tighten to 18 ft lbs. The filter should be 

hand tightened or to 22 ft lbs. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Now after you replace the oil, start the car and look for oil leaks while it is warming to operating temp, approx. 

170 degrees.  Shut off engine and allow to cool for 10 minutes, THEN check the oil as usual with the dip stick. 

This method is unique to the dry sump operation of these racing cars.

Replacing a Late Model Corvette (C4 -8) OEM Spoiler

άMy 2022 Corvette coupe had the OEM low profile spoiler installed when I purchased the Car.  I preferred to replace the 

OEM spoiler with a Z-51 spoiler.  I purchased an aftermarket spoiler off eBay and was advised that the mounting

1. Remove the rear bumper 

a. Jack up rear of car and remove the wheels. 

b. Remove six major fasteners (3 three ea. side). 

c. Remove the mud flaps and many 7mm and clutch head screws. 

d. Carefully disconnect three electrical connections( each. tail lamp) 

and the rear camera. 

e. Remove the bumper. 

2. Remove the OEM spoiler 

a. The OEM spoiler is typically both bolted and glued to the rear 

bumper with double sided tape making removal difficult! 

b. Following bolt removal, I used both Goo Be Gone and heat to 

soften the double-sided tape but the tape removal damaged my 

rear fascia fiberglass at the four mounting points. 

3. Rear fascia fiberglass repair 

a. Removed the remaining double-sided tape from the fascia. 

b. Prepared the damaged area by carefully grinding and sanding the 

fiberglass. 

c. Applied Evercoat fiberglass strand filler, filled, sanded and 

applied glazing putty, while block sanding between applications. 

d. Primed the rear fascia with primer filler. 

e. Spray painted on the base coat with a small gravity feed spray 

gun. 

f. Applied U Top clear coat. 

g. Color sanded and buffed clear coat. 

4. My grandson and I lifted rear bumper into place and I finished the job. 
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Lesson learned: 

 

¶ Be aware of the double- sided tape when removing OEM spoiler. 

¶ Rear camera connection is an HDMI very short cable that I damaged while removing rear 

bumper.

To be added to Bowtie Judging:                   Certain 

C1,C2,and C3 Corvette Convertibles offered an Auxiliary 

Hardtop Option. 1956 through 1962 models offered 

Regular Production Option(RPO) 419 for Auxiliary 

Hardtop. No definite factory information exists to confirm 

that every 1956-62 Corvette that has a deck lid drilled for 

an Auxiliary Hardtop was actually built with an Auxiliary 

Hardtop.  For that reason, Judges will judge the top in 

place on 1956-62 model, and will not attempt to 

determine if that car was, in fact, built with RPO 419. 

1963 through 1975 Convertibles presented with the deck 

lid drilled for an Auxiliary Hardtop will be assumed to 

have been originally built with an Auxiliary Hardtop. 1966 

and 1967 convertibles built in St. Louis may include an 

ECL code that will definitely confirm or deny the factory 

installation of an Auxiliary Hardtop. 1963 through 1975 

Corvette Convertibles that were originally manufactured 

with RPO C07, Auxiliary Hardtop, must be presented with 

both tops in place.  The hardtop will be judged: the soft 

top will not be judged.  If a 1963 through 1975 

convertible originally equipped with RP0 C07 is not 

presented with both tops in place, all line items related to 

Convertible Top must be marked as a Failure.  In order to 

evaluate certain items that are hidden by the soft top, it 

may be necessary to temporarily remove the Auxiliary 

Hardtop and raise the soft top to allow for the evaluation 

of the hidden items.

To be added to Crossed Flags Judging:       1989 

through 1996 Corvette Convertibles that were 

originally manufactured with RPO CC2, Auxiliary 

Hardtop must be presented with both tops in place.  

The hardtop will be judged; the soft top will not be 

judged.  If a 1989-1996 Convertible originally 

equipped with RPO CC2 is not presented with both 

tops in place, all items related to Convertible Top 

must be marked as a Failure.  1986 through 2007 

Corvette Convertibles that were originally 

manufactured with RPO C21, Dual Removable Roof 

Panels, must be presented with both panels present.  

The installed panel will be judged; the stored will not 

be judged.  If a 1986-2007 Coupe originally equipped 

with RPO C2L is not presented with both roof panels 

present, all line items related to Coupe Roof Panels 

must be marked as a Failure.
