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606. 204 Pa. Code § 4.4 (a) states that: “(a) In representing a client, a lawyer
shall not use means that have no substantial purpose other than to embarrass, delay, or
burden a third person...”. 204 Pa. Code § 4.4 (a).

607. Potts’ actions clearly indicate an extra-legal animus and an intent to
embarrass the undersigned, delay the proceedings, and place unwarranted burdens
upon the undersigned, to the point where she has placed herself and her client in
jeopardy of civil liability.

608. As is clear from the foregoing, the aforesaid attempt to charge
Defendant-Father, much like Connelly and Potts’ previous filings, was meritless and
intended only to harass and abuse Plaintiff-Father and to cause delay of his custody
matter, in violation of 204 Pa. Code § 4.4 (a) (in representing a client, a lawyer shall
not use means that have no substantial purpose other than to embarrass, delay, or
burden a third person...”). 204 Pa. Code § 4.4 (a).

609. These actions constitute improper use of a criminal legal procedure for
an unintended, malicious, or perverse reason, and the malicious and deliberate misuse
of regularly 1ssued criminal court process not justified by the underlying legal action.

610. The actions of the Count XV Defendants were wrongful, malicious, and
designed to embarrass and damage Plaintiff-Father.

611. Plaintiff-Father suffered extreme mental and emotional anguish because
of the Count XV Defendants’ wrongtul action.

612. Plaintiff-Father incurred attorney fees and loss of wages because of

Count XV Defendants’ deliberate and malicious conduct.

613. Plaintiff-Father has suffered harm to his reputation, humiliation,
embarrassment, mental anguish, and distress by having had baseless criminal charges
alleged against him.

614. The actions of the Count XV Defendants herein reflect a malicious,
intentional, willful, and reckless disregard of the rights of Plaintiff-Father herein and
warrant an award of punitive damages to Plaintiff-Father.

615. The willful, intentional acts of the Count XV Defendants constitute
malicious prosecution, intentional infliction of emotional distress and libel and slander
and Plaintiff-Father is entitled to a Judgment of and against Defendants for
compensatory and punitive damages.

WHEREFORE, Plaintiff-Father demands judgment against the Count XV
Defendants in an amount in excess of the arbitration limit, plus interest and costs and
punitive damages in the Court’s discretion.
