 
Minutes of the 62nd Isleworth Society Annual General Meeting
The Isleworth Society: Registered Charity No. 1042796 (Affiliated to Civic Voice) 
Thursday 5 June 2025, held at the Isleworth Public Hall 

1. Welcome and Apologies 
Dr Val Snewin as acting Chair gave welcome and apologies, with 35 Members attending. 

2. Reflection on contribution of Sue Casey as TIS Chair
We began the AGM noting the sad news of the death of our Chair Susan Casey on Friday 31 January.  At Sue’s Funeral on Friday 7th March, reflections on Sue’s tremendous contributions to the Isleworth community were presented including a tribute from Ruth Cadbury MP.  TIS will sponsor two commemorative plaques in memory, both inside the Isleworth Public Hall and near the War Memorial to reflect Sue’s passion for wide-ranging local projects, including the Isleworth 390 Project, which relates to the 390 local servicemen from World War One whose names are on the War memorial. 
3. Approval of Minutes from the previous AGM
Paper copies of the minutes were circulated to attendees. The Membership adopted the minutes from 16 May 2024 as a true and accurate record of the previous AGM. 
4. Committee report of the year’s activities
Highlights and events from the year included a successful “I Love Isleworth Photo Competition”, visit to Mogden Water Treatment Works, a popular ’How to Have Your Say on local Planning’ event and response to The Hounslow Local Plan consultation, and our biggest ever Christmas Quiz. 
5. Treasurers Report 
Paper copies of the accounts and a summary of the financial statement were circulated to attendees and the accounts were formally adopted by the members. Summary of Financial Review for the year ended 31 December 2024. Overall the Society made a surplus of £1,733.32 in the year comprising a surplus of £2,459.50 in unrestricted funds and a deficit of £726.18 in restricted funds. Subscriptions in 2024 amounted to £1,836, a generous legacy of £2,000 from the estate of the late Anne Dykes was received in October which ensured we had more income than costs.
6. Membership Officer Report 
With apologies to all Members that the AGM was sent only via Dig-News, our contact information may not be up to date as TIS currently is rebuilding the membership contact database following Sue’s death. As a consequence, we are contacting all members via a paper Newsletter to confirm contact details and collect membership subscriptions for this year.  Noting the increase in membership subscriptions which were approved at the previous AGM have come into effect. 
7. Election of Committee Members 
Three TIS Committee Members stood down at this AGM, and we thank them very much for their contributions; Arianne Duch, Gabbrielle Stanley-Cole and Anna Steerman.
The following Committee Members were approved by the Membership at the AGM: 
· Officer Roles: Vice Chair Andy Roper, Treasurer Brain Grumbridge, Membership Officer Alla Maniataki and Secretary Anne Jackson. 
· Ordinary Committee members: Val Snewin, Graham Arnold, John Tippins, and welcoming two new committee members, Janet Clarke and Rose McManus. 
8. Election to TIS Honorary President role 
With thanks to Andrea Cameron who is stepping down as President, we are delighted that Jackie and David Fairweather have agreed to become joint-Presidents of The Isleworth Society.  

9. Volunteer roles
We invite all Members to express interest as a volunteer to help with specific TIS issues and we thank our current volunteers, in particular Ruth Nicholas for helping with refreshments at the AGM.  We are in particular looking for volunteers to help produce, pack and distribute paper TIS Newsletters and volunteers with an interest local planning and conservation and organising members events.  

The AGM closed and was followed by refreshments and a discussion with Members on priorities for The Isleworth Society based on the survey responses received from the Dig-Newsletter survey. 

Member Consultation
· From the on-line survey 28 out of 29 respondents rated the importance of the Society as ‘very important’ with TIS acting as a ‘Voice for Isleworth in Hounslow’. 
· Members attending the meeting agreed that community events, local issues and causes, local history and heritage and local planning are all deemed important areas of focus. Members raised some specific priorities including engaging with Thames Water and the Abstraction Plan, the future of The Castel pub site, and community orchard provision. 
· On communication with members, a mix of both the digital and paper newsletters were valued, a suggestion of a yearly calendar of events for example the Christmas quiz
· Fundraising and Finances, with interest in using events for targeted fundraising and a suggestion to increase membership fees if needed.

 Local Planning Matters
*’How to Have Your Say on Local Planning’ event
· On 7 November 2024, TIS held an open event for members and guests with talks on local planning issues from Mike Spence (MS Environmental), Nick Marbrow (Heston Residents Association) and Tony Firkins (Hounslow Green Party).  Isleworth Councillor John Stroud-Turp and Barbera Stryjak from Osterley and Wyke Green Residents Association joined a lively panel discussion which included questions ranging from bus stops to the big issues around planning targets and the environment in the draft Hounslow Local Plan.

· The Isleworth Society was granted an extension to the Local Plan consultation by Hounslow Council to permit feedback from the event to inform the TIS response to the Local Plan Consultation. Proposed changes to local planning mean that the Hounslow Local Plan, with embedded housing targets, will be more important than ever as the framework which will govern future development decisions in Isleworth and wider Hounslow area.

*Park Road Allotments
The Planning Inspector decision of 11 December 2023 following the 2nd Public Inquiry rested in large part on proximity of this Local Open Space to designated historic listed buildings in the Isleworth Riverside Conservation area. The Isleworth Society engaged on these heritage aspects through participation in the Inquiry as Rule 6 Party, including bringing forward a Landscape Architect as our expert witness. Alongside Park Road Allotment Association and Hounslow Council, TIS has continued to engage in the future of the Park Road Allotment site over the past year.

*TIS has engaged with the Council on important initiatives which will come to Isleworth later in the year- opening of an Isleworth Community Advice Hub, review of community buildings in Isleworth and development of an Isleworth Vision to promote regeneration in Isleworth.
