Election 2024 Voter Guide 

Six proposed amendments to the Florida State Constitution will appear on Flor-

ida ballots this fall.  Several are purposefully worded to mislead the vot-

ers.  Below you will see the summary of each proposed amendment as it will 

appear on your ballot.   

Proposed Amendment 1:  Partisan Election of Members of District School 
Boards  YES 

" Proposing amendments to the State Constitution to require members of a district 

school board to be elected in a partisan election rather than a nonpartisan election 

and to specify that the amendment only applies to elections held on or after the No-

vember 2026 general election.  However, partisan primary elections may occur before 

the 2026 general election for purposes of nominating political party candidates to that 

office for placement on the 2026 general election ballot." 

Proposed Amendment  2:  Right to Fish and Hunt   YES 
"Proposing an amendment to the State Constitution to preserve forever fishing and 

hunting, including by the use of traditional methods, as a public right and preferred 

means of responsibly managing and controlling fish and wildlife.  Specifies that the 

amendment does not limit the authority granted to the Fish and Wildlife Conserva-

tion Commission under Section 9 of Article IV of the State Constitution." 

Proposed Amendment 3:  Adult Personal Use of Marijuana    
Personal Choice—No Endorsement 

"Allows adults 21 years or older to possess, purchase, or use marijuana products and 

marijuana accessories for non-medical personal consumption by smoking, ingesting, 

or otherwise; allows Medical Marijuana Treatment Centers, and other state licensed 

entities, to acquire, cultivate, process, manufacture, sell, and distribute such products 

and accessories.  Applies to Florida law; does not change, or immunize violations of, 

federal law.  Establishes possession limits for personal use.  Allows consistent legisla-

tion.  Defines terms.  Provides effective date." 

Marijuana use has risks.  For example, car accidents in Colorado have tripled since pot was legal-
ized.  That might by why Morgan and Morgan trial lawyers are backing this measure. Use during 
pregnancy has been associated with lower birth weight and hampered fetal brain development.    

Proposed Amendment 4:   Amendment to Limit Government Inter-
ference with Abortion   NO 

"No law shall prohibit, penalize, delay, or restrict abortion before viability or 

when necessary to protect the patient's health, as determined by the patient's 

healthcare provider.  This amendment does not change the Legislature's consti-

tutional authority to require notification to a parent or guardian before a minor 

has an abortion." 

Since Roe v. Wade was overturned by the US Supreme Court, the issue of abortion has been returned back 

to the states. Florida currently allows abortions only up to 6 weeks of gestation and requires certain safety 

measures such as requiring those procedures to be performed by a qualified physician, etc. There are cur-

rently exceptions when the life of the mother is threatened, etc. This proposed Amendment does the follow-

ing: 1)  Since "viability" is not defined, and some would argue that a baby is not viable until it is born,  it re-

moves any term limit on abortion, which would therefore allow a full term baby to be "aborted" (murdered in 

utero) at any point before birth.  2)  Removes the requirement that the procedure be performed by a qualified 

physician.  The new term, "healthcare provider" could allow, for example, a medical assistant, a podiatrist, or 

a dental hygienist to perform an abortion, since they are all "healthcare providers." 3)  Does not require pa-

rental consent for aborting the baby of a minor child.  "Notification" still exists but permission is not required. 

So, if this passes, your pregnant 15-year-old daughter would be able to have a 9 month "abortion" per-

formed by a medical assistant without your permission.  

Proposed Amendment #5:  Annual Adjustments to the Value of Cer-
tain Homestead Exemptions   YES 

"Proposing an amendment to the State Constitution to require an annual adjust-

ment for inflation to the value of current or future homestead exemptions that 

apply solely to levies other than school district levies and for which every person 

who has legal or equitable title to real estate and maintains thereon the perma-

nent residence of the owner, or another person legally or naturally dependent 

upon the owner is eligible.  This amendment take effect Jan 1, 2025." 

Currently, people who live full time in a property that they own within Florida are eligible to receive a tax cred-

it  "Homestead exemption" in the amount of $25,000 on their annual property tax bill. Thus, if their home val-

ue is $400,000, they are only taxed on $375,000, not on the full $400,000. This proposed amendment would 

increase the deduction based on the annual inflation rate. This will benefit full time residents and retirees 

of Florida who own their home.  

Proposed Amendment #6:  Repeal of Public Campaign Financing   
Requirement   YES 

"Proposing the repeal of the provision in the State Constitution which requires 

public financing for campaigns of candidates for elective statewide office who 

agree to campaign spending limits." 

Many of us believe those tax payer dollars could be used for more important things like flood preven-

tion, etc.  Therefore, we encourage you to vote YES to end this program.  

Sarasota County School Millage Question:   NO 
Currently, 53.5% of our property taxes go to Sarasota County schools. https://
www.scgov.net/home/showpublisheddocument/62833/638373903430770000   This 
referendum requests that Sarasota homeowners continue to pay an optional, addi-
tional tax of $1 per $1000 of assessed value of property to augment the funding of 
Sarasota County schools.  Seems like a noble cause, but here is the problem.      

During the August 2024 Primary Election, despite a Republican majority in Sarasota 

County, both school board seats that were open unfortunately went to progressive 

Democrats.  This will very likely change the direction of the Sarasota County schools 

back towards wokeness, emphasis on gender and sexualization of the children, at-

tempts to reduce parental rights, etc.  No amount of funding will fix this, and we don't 

want to fund more age-inappropriate books and rainbow flags for our 

schools.  Perhaps that money will be better spent by homeowners on private school-

ing. Therefore we recommend a vote of NO to the continuation of this additional tax 

on property owners.  

City of Venice Referendum Question Aligning City Election Dates to 
County/State/Federal Elections, Coinciding Office Terms, Shorten-

ing Term Limits   YES 
Ordinance 2024-08 proposes an amendment to the City Charter that  

"Provides for the staggered election of councilmembers and mayor in November 

of even numbered years coinciding with county, state and federal elections; pro-

vides the elected term of office for the mayor and council members shall be four 

years instead of three years; provides no person shall serve for more than two 

consecutive elected terms instead of three consecutive elected terms; authorizes 

two years terms and addresses incumbent terms for implementation purposes." 

City of North Port Referendum Question Allowing Unapproved       
Borrowing:   NO 

"Florida local governments may issue certain debt for various governmental 

purposes. The City Charter requires voter approval before the City issues any 

debt. Should the Charter be amended, allowing the City to issue debt payable 

from funds other than property taxes without voter approval: (i) for safety and 

public health projects with a maximum principal amount of $15,000,000, in-

creasing annually based on a cost index; and (ii) to respond to a declared emer-

gency or disaster? "
