FL ID Numbers To Change Due To New State Law 

Residents in the Sunshine State will be required to change their 
driver's license numbers to comply with a new state law set to 
take effect on July 31. (It’s “improving” REAL ID.) This change 
has been ongoing since 2017. 
 
Licenses and identification cards will incorporate four randomly 
chosen numbers after a 2023 Florida statute Florida Statute 322.14 

(1)(a) was amended, according to the Florida Highway Safety 
and Motor Vehicles. State authorities said the change will help to 
protect people's identities and improve security. 
 
The format of a person's license or identification card will remain 
the same. Anyone renewing or replacing their cards in-person or 
online will be issued a new number, authorities said. 
 
"Any new credential, printed report or receipt will display the 
newly generated driver license or identification number."  
Online users can renew their IDs via MyDMV. Read more

At the July 23 Sarasota Memorial Hospital board meeting, board 
member Vic Rohe called for a standing rule that would require a 
unanimous 9-0 vote from the board before Sarasota Memorial 
could convert from public to private, or otherwise remove the abil-
ity for the public to choose their board members in a public elec-
tion.  
 
If passed, this motion would help protect our hospital from both 
privatization attempts, and attempts to switch from a publicly 
elected board to an appointed board. The possibility of a switch 
to an appointed board was raised in a WSLR News report: 
“Asked by an audience member about what should be done if the 
Medical Freedom slate ends up controlling the hospital anyway, 
Bailey [former SMH general counsel] mused about the ad-
vantage of appointed versus elected boards.” 
  
Other board members chose to postpone the vote, needing time 
to consider the motion and get legal guidance. They rejected call-
ing for a meeting the following week to have a vote prior to the 
primary election August 20th. During public comments, one 
America First member, Lisa Roulet, explained the urgency of pro-
tecting the public’s ability to choose our board members in a pub-
lic election: “We are due to be the last public hospital stand-
ing in the whole state of Florida with a publicly elected 
board...We have to safeguard it, we have to protect it…”
