Green lemons: EV’s reportedly have 80 percent 

more problems than gas powered cars 

The numbers are in and electric vehicles have a stunning 80 

percent more problems than historically reliable gas-powered 

cars, seeming to prove that once again, the critics were right. 

In news that won’t be welcomed by auto dealers who are al-

ready struggling to move the relentlessly hyped and more ex-

pensive options off their lots, a new Consumer Re-

ports survey found that the vehicles that are being relentlessly 

pushed on Americans by President Joe Biden and Democrat 

climate change zealots are essentially green lemons.

Over 3,000 auto dealers sent a letter to President Joe Biden 

telling him that it’s time to “tap the brakes on the unrealistic 

government electric vehicle mandate” that his regime is push-

ing. 

“With each passing day, it becomes more apparent that this 

attempted electric vehicle mandate is unrealistic based on cur-

rent and forecasted customer demand. Already, electric vehi-

cles are stacking up on our lots which is our best indicator of 

customer demand in the marketplace,” the letter reads.

“Customers are also concerned about the loss of driving range 

in cold or hot weather. With long daily commutes they don’t 

have the extra time to charge the battery. Today’s current tech-

nology is not adequate to support the needs of the majority of 

our consumers,” the dealers told Biden.

From the Desk of  

AFSWFLC President Mike Stephenson  

Borrowing from one of America’s most cherished historical docu-

ments: 

“When in the course of human events, it becomes neces-
sary for one people to dissolve the political bands which 
have connected them with another… “ (Opening sen-

tence of U.S. Declaration of Independence) 

The Executive Board of the Republican Club of South Sarasota Coun-

ty (RCSSC) found itself in a similar situation, albeit a smaller scale 

than America’s Patriots faced with King George III. The Republican 

Party of Florida (RPOF - aka King George III) attempted a dictatorial 

coup of our club. 

Like the colonists, The Board reached out to the RPOF (King George) 

hoping to find common ground, but the unreproachable RPOF de-

manded the club bend the knee and kiss the ring for the mere privi-

lege of calling ourselves “Republicans.”  

Other events at the RPOF level exacerbated the situation, further 

causing the mandates submitted to the Executive Board too expen-

sive a price to pay for just “Republican” naming rights. 

Four of the five mandates specifically targeted our club, making our 

club vulnerable for takeover/loss of charter, mandating who our  

officers were, and threatening to assume control of our bank ac-

count with little to no recourse for failure to comply (actual or im-

plied). 

1. Clubs may NOT certify, screen, or recommend Republican candi-

dates or conduct a poll of any sort, either of public or their  

members, on the subject of primary candidates. 

2. Clubs may NOT prevent REC leadership from visiting club meet-

ings or addressing the membership if they should request to do 

so. 

3. Clubs may NOT engage in any activity that would require it to 

register with election authorities.  In other words, clubs CANNOT 

register as political committees and engage in election activity. 

4. Clubs may NOT contribute to candidates, except, as allowed by 

law, to the nominee of the Republican Party in a general election. 

5. Clubs may NOT issue a voter guide. 

For over 25 years, our club worked autonomously running our af-

fairs and building our treasury without RPOF/REC assistance. The 

sole Charter’s purpose – so we could call ourselves Republicans. 

Our Club had no choice but to exit immediately from under the Re-

publican umbrella and form a new organization independent from 

their Establishment agenda, adopting a movement better encom-

passing the moral culture of a majority of our membership – small 

government, strong military deterrence, controlled borders, voter 

ID, fair elections, listening to the voters, strong 2A, supporting our 

Constitutional Republic, and bringing God back into our lives. 

After exhausting many man-hours researching various options, the 

Executive Board agreed upon the creation of a new club – “America 

First Southwest Florida Caucus,” which embraces all of the above. 

The RPOF did us a huge favor forcing our America First movement 

acceptance, allowing us to be a true activist club without interven-

tion by the Establishment Republican RPOF/REC. We now may en-

dorse, donate to, and campaign for any candidate(s) of our choice, 

and ignore an establishment candidate selected by the RPOF/REC 

and funded by special interests, if we so choose. 

America First Southwest Florida Caucus (SFSWFLC) can spread our 

wings as true activists reaching out to all Southwest Florida, control-

ling our own destiny, and following our own moral compass.
