I noticed that the colorful metaphor I included in my comments to 
the Sarasota Memorial Hospital board, “You’re putting me back 
in the arms of my abuser…You guys don’t care” (referring to 
their motion to forward our vaccine safety concerns to the FDA 
instead of post the FL Department of Health’s 1/3/24 Bulletin on 
their website) was published May 22.

The ‘Broad Arrow’ Act, however, al-
lowed the King’s men to take an unlimited number of trees in-
land. This act caused such resentment against the crown that it 
helped to start the Revolutionary War. The white pine was 
placed on Revolutionary War flags to remind the colonies of the 
overreach of the government. 

This flag, an alleged "provocative symbol," flew outside Supreme 
Court Justice Alito's home. The flag is being maligned as part of 
a campaign of petty attacks against the conservative justice. The 
controversy surrounding the flag can serve to remind us that the 
Deep State and Uni-party have no boundaries to divide us and 
“fundamentally transform America.”
