AN UPDATE FROM MEREDYTH 

Session has ended, and it was pretty much a dud, but there is a 

new Sheriff in the House and Senate so we will soon see what 

their focus will be on. Hopefully we can be influential with some 

of the bills that get heard next session. Now is the time to plan 

and activate our groups. I am working with several across the 

state to put some together, but YOUR ideas are needed as well. 

This is our state and we want the elected to know what we care 

about, and more importantly, who we are. As you know, the rela-

tionship aspect is the hardest thing to do. It's easy to hate and 

blast them but harder to step back and work within the crazy sys-

tem. 

The next Legislative session is slated to start on March 4th, 

2025 and end May 2, but all regular committee meetings will 

stop on April 22. Let’s get busy. 

 
IF you can’t be a relationship person, that is OK!! We need you 
for other things, so don't think you get off easy.  
 
Here’s what has happened this 2024 session:  
Senate had 961 bills filed 
House had 941 bills filed 
Total of 1902 bills 
Only 146 bills passed through both chambers 
102 bills so far have been signed by the Governor into law. Here 

is the  link for those bills.  
28 bills are still outstanding and were just signed by both cham-
bers and presented to the Governor on 4/16. 
 
Areas we had people working were Medical Freedom, Groom-
ing, 2A and Elections- other bills we were monitoring and re-
sponding as needed with a group effort.  
 
Elections Security- Clay has a group that is starting that will fo-
cus on this within the RAC membership. I am reaching out to 
some legislators to discuss the possibility of carrying a Citizen-
ship bill, and we will need help with that. Other areas if anyone is 
interested- I have a list of dead people and need help checking 
to see if they are still 100% on our voter rolls. Check the Death 
Certs or obits and get them removed. (This area is busy work 
and most can be done from home,- but I am also thinking if we 
have the manpower we can expand to other counties where we 
do not have anyone to do the same there.) Think about it, and 
let's chat. 
 
Locally- what is happening? School board is crazy from what I've 
seen, Sarasota City is funding "affordable" housing?? 
WHAT?  The county- I would love to hear what's going on from 
the people who've been attending those meetings. What do we 
need to do here? And we all know it's a wild time because of the 
elections.  
 
And to finish off, in case you did not hear this before during the 
session, the election worker Harassment bill was successfully 
stopped thanks to the hundreds of emails, calls and letters that 
were sent to the legislators in the key committees that were 
hearing this bill. I watched each committee meeting and was 
shocked at the first one passing this bill on without 1 ques-
tion about the damage this could cause. NOT 1.  
 
But the next meeting we had rallied the troops across the state 
and100's called and emailed asking our reps to kill this bad bill. 
We also asked them to challenge the sponsor and provided real 
questions that they could ask. Our elected officials do NOT al-
ways know or understand all the bills that get passed in their 
committees. It is up to us, the grassroots, to keep them informed 
about the good and bad. 
 
If you have a relationship with them, you can ask them to chal-
lenge the bills and provide them background and details they 
might otherwise not know. That 2nd committee meeting went 
MUCH differently- several house reps asked our questions, and 
they made it clear this bill wasn't what it appeared on the sur-
face. But it continued through various committees, and I thought 
it was going to pass. Behind the scenes there were people work-
ing to kill it, and when it came to Rep. Gregory's FINAL commit-
tee- he heard loud and clear and did not put that bill on the cal-
endar to be voted on! It died right there.  
 
You might not think you make a difference, but each one of you 
does matter. So from the bottom of my heart, THANK YOU!! 
You did good.... 
 
Finally, I have a ZOOM set up for navigating our state legis-
lature website - link meredyth morrow is inviting you to a 
scheduled ZOOM meeting.
