Dallas ISD Considers EV School Bus
Pilot Project After Stakeholder Mtg
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On January 9th, TXETRA joined several local Dallas groups and residents to
educate the Dallas Independent School District (DISD) leadership team of
the health, environmental, and cost-saving benefits they can achieve by
choosing clean, reliable electric school buses. In addition to local individual
advocates, participants included members of the Dallas Climate Action
Group 350, Texas Research Interest Group (PIRG), Dallas League of
Women Voters, Texas Public Citizen, TXETRA, and Oncor.

Local advocate Molly Rooke explained, "There will be more cost benefits,
stability, and resiliency in the future if Dallas ISD is able to use onsite
solar, energy storage, and beneficial timing of energy use and
charging."

Dallas School District officials expressed gratitude to have this information,
promising to investigate the feasibility of an electric school bus transition.

Esteemed TXETRA Board Member
Sets the Record Straight on EVs

TXETRA Board Member, Roger Duncan of The University of Texas
Energy Institute (and former General Manager of the Austin
Energy) shared his expertise in an Op-Ed published in the Austin American
Statesman. In a recent opinion piece, Mr. Drew Johnson argued against
electric vehicle incentives and asserted that they constituted "reverse Robin
Hood that only benefits the wealthy." Johnson also alleged that the
environmental benefits of EVs are minimal and that Texas should instead
shift its climate change focus to fuel conversion to natural gas plants.
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Duncan emphasized: "Energy generated to fuel EVs emit less
than half of the pollution than that of conventional cars and
trucks." He also reinforced the need for incentives during
transitions to new technologies because "subsidies reduce the
cost of an EV to roughly the same as a comparable gas-
powered sedan - and since EVs cost less to fuel and maintain, their
lifetime costs are actually lower than that of a conventional
vehicle."

TxETRA Legislative Policy Goals

TXETRA's EV Survey results indicate that EV drivers in Texas
want to pay their fair share of road and bridge taxes. However,
since federal and state policies are still uncertain, TXETRA will urge
lawmakers to carefully study the issue during the coming
interim before making policy in the 2021 Legislative
Session. However, TXETRA will be educating lawmakers on the
importance of continuing the Texas Emissions Reduction
Program (TERP) EV Incentive, with minor modifications such as
making the money available at the time of purchase rather than
having to apply to the TCEQ after the fact.

TXETRA is also working with low-income advocacy groups to
endure that they are not left out of the emerging electric
transportation future. Moreover, now that used EVs are cycling
back into the market as buyers replace their electric vehicles with
newer models, our staff is exploring options for incentives and
tax credits to get low-income drivers behind the wheel of these
used vehicles, which Consumer Reports says are the best deal
(1/3rd cheaper) when compared to a gasoline model of equal
quality.

There is an old wisdom adage about
being careful what you ask for. In
TXETRA's November comments to the
PUC on the Emerging Technology Docket,
we asked for a separate docket on Electric Transportation and EV's,

and then - BAM - on January 17th, The Texas Public Utility
Commission opened docket #49125 on electric vehicles.

The good news, of course, is that this is exactly what we need. But
this is going to take a lot of work to make sure we get the results
that move us forward. That means that our second year in
existence will not just be a busy one, it will be a critical one.

At the upcoming board meeting on February 8t at the Austin Club,
| will present a budget that is twice last year's budget along with a
funding strategy we intend to pursue to make it a reality.

In the meantime, Houston Mayor Sylvester Turner just announced
the formation of an “EV Energy Coalition” with the goal of making
Houston the "EV Capital of the US". That's a lofty and laudable goal
given that Los Angeles supports well over 100,000 vehicles and San
Francisco has over 50,000. Houston currently has around 5,000
EV's right now.

But California had a head start, just like they did in
Renewables. And Texas renewable energy surpassed California
production in less than 10 years once we made it a priority. And we
can do it again in the electric transportation sector. We can do it
more efficiently, not only in terms of overall investment, but in well
planned statewide infrastructure development and rulemaking.

And that is why Docket #49125 is going to be so important to all
Texans.

PUC Chair DeAnn Walker Opens
Docket #49125 on Electric Vehicles

In November 2018, TxETRA's submitted comments to the PUC
re: Docket #48023 on Emerging Technologies, urging the
Commission to open a separate "EV docket," with a list of issues
that need to be discussed now that electric vehicle use is already
beginning to change the face of the Texas electricity grid. Last
summer ERCOT revised their forecast that high adoption of EVs
might create a significant (15%) increase in peak load.

On January 17th, TXETRA and other stakeholders were thrilled
when Chairman DeAnn Walker asked her staff to open a new
Docket #49125 on electric vehicles, along with a list of questions:

How to plan the impact on the distribution grid?
How to plan for impact on peak in the summer?
Where to place the chargers?
Who should pay for the charging stations?
Should EV owners pay a fee to build out charging stations?
Who owns and sells the energy from a charging station-
o a3rd party or a REP?
e Does the law need to be charged to allow Munis and Coops
to allow third parties to operate charging stations?
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In the coming weeks, TXETRA will meet with major stakeholders to
ferret out areas of agreement to determine what is left to hash
out. TXETRA and other stakeholders are encouraged that state
regulatory agencies are stepping up to the plate to
proactively prepare for how EVs will affect the grid - and provide
new options for energy use and storage in Texas.

Houston Wants To Become

The"EV Energy Leader"

At 8:00 am on the morning of January 18th, Mayor Sylvester Turner
stepped up to the podium at his "EV Energy Breakfast” and faced
a Who's Who of more than 150 community, business, and
transportation leaders he had invited to make a bold
announcement.

"Today, we want to drive accelerated development of a
thriving Electric Transportation (ET) ecosystem here in
Houston," he said, announcing that he already begun assembling
an "ET Coalition" to begin work on a "Roadmap" to make it happen.
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"Houston is already the leading energy city in the United States.
This initiative is about transforming our city into another kind of
energy leader. Electric vehicle adoption is happening all over
the country and the world as regions try and address climate
change. Houston can be a model city - a leader," Turner said. "If
we don't do it, someone else will. | know that Houston can do this!"
The Mayor urged those in the room to join forces on his initiative,
which he called "the art of the possible." Broad smiles spread across
the room as he concluded his remarks by quipping about how
"charged" and "energized" he was about all the "electricity” in the
room.

Other speakers included coalition partners from the City of
Houston, CenterPoint Energy, Houston METRO, General
Electric, and NRG. The coalition has already grown to over 100 (as
a result of the breakfast) who have agreed to work on the
following:

EV Fleet Adoption

EV Charging Infrastructure
Employee EV Programs

Houston EV Ambassador Program

The Mayor said the coalition will release a "Roadmap” mobility
plan in April to coincide with Earth Day.

Bloomberg Prize to Help Austin
& San Antonio Reach Emissions Goals

Michael Bloomberg Visits Texas to Bestow $2.5 Million in
Support to Austin and San Antonio for Climate Change Goals.
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Michael Bloomberg created the Bloomberg Philanthropies Cities
Climate Challenge after President Trump pulled out of the Paris
Climate Accord. The goal is to support mayors and cities who
decided to continue with their commitments to
address climate change. The program specifically focuses on
‘emissions in the building and transportation sectors, and seeks
to help ambitious cities meet - or beat - their near-term
carbon reduction goals.

Bloomberg told Austin Mayor Steve Adler, "Our team was
impressed by your bold goals - such as becoming net-zero
emissions by 2050." The city plans to utilize staff support to
accomplish several goals by 2020, including working with car
dealerships to increase electric vehicle sales.

To help the Alamo City's with their climate goals, San Antonio will
receive two full-time staffers over the next two years to help
implement its Climate Action and Adaptation Plan. This includes
transforming the city's transportation landscape with the
ConnectSA plan. "Mayor Ron Nirenberg said "In all sources of
carbon pollution and damage to the environment that directly
impacts San Antonio, the two most [impactful] are building and
transportation emissions. ConnectSA plans to consult with the
two staff members provided by Bloomberg,
