
Baby Back Ribs 

You need to take boneless chops to get Baby Back Ribs

Back Bacon

Is the large side of the pork chop. If you take the back bacon it reduces the number of chops you get. 

Bacon


If you take bacon, you get no side pork.

Chops


Are affected by baby back ribs and/or back bacon

Boneless Chops


Will affect the standard pork chops and are affected by baby back ribs and back bacon

Cubes

Comes from the best part of your trim. It will not affect any cuts but will affect your ground pork, trim or sausage.

Cutlets

Come from the same area as our loin roast, loin roast steaks, ham or ham steaks

Fat (Ground)


These are fat pieces put through the grinder once.

Fat (Pieces)

Are excess fat removed from the ground pork.

Ground Pork

Lean trim

Hams

Comes from the hip area and is cured loin roast. Hams are affected by ham steaks, cutlets, loin roast and loin roast steaks.

Ham Steaks

Will change the amount of hams and possibly the size that you get.

Loin Roast

Comes from hip area and if cured becomes a Ham.

Loin Roast Steaks


Will change the amount of loin roast and possibly the size that you will get.

Neck Bones & Riblets


If you don’t take Neck Bones & Riblets they are boned out and put into trim.

Pork Hocks

If you don’t take them they are boned out and put into your trim. They can also be cured for soups.

Shoulder Roast & Shoulder Roast Cross rib

If you don’t take the shoulder roast they go into trim or can be cured like Hams.

Side Pork

If you take side pork you will get no Bacon. 

Spare Ribs


Are cut in half and wrapped. 

Sweet and Sour Spare Ribs


Are cut into 4 in. strips and wrapped. 

Honey Mustard N’ Garlic Roast

Done from Loin Roast-Special Marinade is injected in roast. Comes with cooking instructions for the BBQ, Slow Cooker, and Oven.
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
