Park Hours of Operation:  

Gates are open 6am-9pm (Sun-Thurs) and 6am-10pm (Fri & Sat). Entrance station is open: 8am-5pm (Sun-Thur) 

8am-10pm (Fri & Sat). All park sites close at 10pm on Friday, Saturday and days preceding holidays. Entrance 

Fees: $3 per person; Free for Seniors (62 and older) and children age 3 and under. Canoe rentals are $25 per day 

or $7 per hour. The Splashpad is open all year.  Golf cart entry fees are $10 per day or $100 for annual pass (proof 

of insurance is required). Palmetto Island State Park has 96 camp sites, 6 cabins, 4 pavilions, 4 primitive backpack 

sites, 1 primitive group site and a meeting room to rent. Reservations for overnight accommodations at Pal-

metto Island State Park can be made online or through the Call Center at 877.226.7652. For more information 

about the Park, visit www.lastateparks.com, call 888.677.0094 toll free or 337.893.3930 locally.
