The Catholic Church dedicates the entire
month of November to the Holy Souls in
Purgatory. It's a time when we reflect on
our own mortality, and it fits the mood set
by November. There is a time to die, and
we need to recognize the truth of that.
And that is good news. We weren't born
to live on this earth forever, but we were
created to live forever.

Purgatory is a time of suffering only insofar
as it is like gold or silver being refined
seven times over to remove the impurities.
God's love transforms us and purifies us
from the consequences of our sins. It's like
a detoxification that frees us from all our
wrong attachments, allowing us to love
fully and enabling us to receive God's love
in glory.

Souls in purgatory also experience the
immense love of God, a joy, and know that
they are on their way to heaven. As great
mystics like Saint Catherine of Genoa
pointed out, it's both an immense joy and
an immense suffering, the likes of which
we can never experience here on earth.

That is good news. We all strive to go to
heaven but hardly anyone is saintly
enough to go straight to heaven upon
death so most of us go to Purgatory. We
need to be purified so that we will be able
to stand in the presence of God and gaze
on the Beatific Vision, the face of God.
Most of us are not ready for that; we
wouldn't be able to withstand his gaze. All
those souls in purgatory need our prayers.
That's why the Church sets the month of
November aside as the month of the Holy
Souls: to remember, to pray, to give alms,
to sacrifice for the souls of our loved ones,
so that at the end of time we will all be
one in the full stature of Jesus Christ.
