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• The Government Shutdown: 
Production didn't stop at the 
Alvarado due to a lack of gold; it 
stopped due to the War Act of 
1942. A high-grade operation was 
literally "paused" mid-stride.

• The 10% Factor: Only 10% of the 
known developed veins have ever 
been processed. We aren't 
searching for the prize—we are 
resuming the harvest.
