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Adoption Policy

Application & Screening
· Complete a detailed application form.
· Participate in an interview 
· Provide personal references (often including a veterinarian).
· Undergo a home visit or virtual tour to assess the living environment 

Eligibility Requirements
· Minimum age to adopt XXXX
· Agreement from all household members.
· Proof of pet-friendly housing if renting.
· Existing pets must be spayed/neutered and up to date on vaccinations 

Meet-and-Greet
Adopters are required to meet the pet in person. If the pet is in foster care, a meet-up is arranged with the foster family.

Adoption Fees2
· Puppies: $175
· Adult dogs: $150
· Adult dogs (over 5 years): $100
· Kittens: $75 
· Adult cats: $50
· Barn Cats: $10

Adoption Contract
Before finalizing, adopters must sign a contract agreeing to:

Adoption Agreement Terms
· Appointment Missed: If an appointment scheduled through PAWS is missed by the adopter, the adopter will be financially responsible for the appointment when rescheduled. 
· Shelter & Care: If the dog or cat has been approved to be kept outside, the adopter must provide adequate shelter that protects the animal from the elements. The animal must always have access to fresh food and water daily. The animal is to be kept on the property unless supervised and must never be kept on a chain or in a small pen.
· Return Policy: We [PAWS] reserve the right to obtain the animal back if the aforementioned requirements are not met.
· Veterinary Care: The animal must remain fully vetted. This includes regular/annual vaccines and check-ups, as recommended by a veterinarian.
· Surgical Procedures: The animal must not undergo any unnecessary surgical procedures, such as declawing (cats) or cropping dog's ears.
· The Animal CANNOT be Rehomed: If for any reason the adopter can no longer keep the animal, it MUST be returned to the Pike Animal Welfare Shelter.
· If there is concern of the animal not being cared for properly, we [PAWS] have the right to request a vet visit for a health check and/or obtain the animal back.
· All current dogs/cats must be spayed/neutered and be up to date on vaccines.
· PAWS cannot and does not make any promises of adopted animal's personality. PAWS can only attest to the behaviors seen at the shelter on a daily basis.
