In the future Redemption, as our
Sages teach, Moshe Rabbeinu will
enter Eretz Yisroel at the head of the
entire generation of the wilderness
who left Mitzraim.

It is generally understood that unlike
all the previous redemptions, which
were merely partial, the ultimate
Redemption will exactly resemble the
Geulah from Mitzraim: not one single
Yid will remain in Golus. The above
teaching, however, points out a vital
distinction between them. In fact, only
the ultimate Redemption can be
described as truly complete, without a
single Yidremaining in Golus. The
purpose of the escape from Mijtzraim
was to enter Eretz Yisroel but
600,000 of those who left Mitzraim
died in the wilderness and were not
privileged to reach the Land. Only at
the time of the future Redemption will
they be brought there.

Eating on Yom Kippur

If Moshiach should appear during the
Ten Days of Repentance, it is possible
that people should eat and drink on
Yom Kippur if it falls during the seven
days’ dedication of the Third Be/s
HaMikdash.

This was the case with the First Beis
HaMikdash, whose dedication began
on the eighth of 7ishrei, and the
people of that time ate and drank on
Yom Kippur. How much more would
this be the case with the Third Beis
HaMikdash, to which the Zohar
relates the "The glory of this latter
House shall be greater than that of
the first." It is reasonable to assume
that its greater glory will be apparent
not only (as with the Second Bei/s
HaMikdash) in its structure and its
duration, but also in its dedication -
which at the very least would equal
that of the First Beis HaMikdash.

A subject for enquiry: If Moshiach were
to appear on a day which is /sru Chagin
the Diaspora, would this day retain its
semi-festive halachic status as the day
immediately following a Yom-Tov?

One could argue either way:

(a) Since it has now become apparent
after the event that the Additional Day of
the Yom Tov (which had originally been
instituted because of a doubt in the
calendar) was in fact not Yom Tov, there
is no justification for applying the laws
of /sru Chag to the following day.

(b) Since the Additional Day of the

Festival was in fact celebrated as such,
the following day is accorded the status
of /sru Chag, even though we now know
that /sru Chag fell on the preceding day.
