Dear Trinity Community,

Ash Wednesday (February 17) marks the beginning of Lent this year.
You probably already know this but as a reminder, Lent is a season of
special preparation for celebrating Holy Week and Easter. It is a time
in which we are invited to examine our lives, to see where we have
fallen short of the life we know God wants us to live, and to “repent”
(get a new mind) about our relationship with God and our fellow
human beings.

The past 12 months have been challenging for everyone in every walk
of life all over the world. It has been a humbling time for everyone.
The irony of an Ash Wednesday service in this pandemic season is
that most of us are more acutely aware than usual of the fact that “you
are dust and to dust you shall return.” And yet, the ritual of ashes
reinforces recognition of the reality in which we live. And that is not
a bad thing. As Psalm 9o says, “..teach us to number our days, that we may
get a heart of wisdom.”

Numbering our days — acknowledging the brevity of our time on this
earth — should not be a morbid exercise. It is a rendezvous with
reality. And it can give us an increased awareness of the precious and
transitory gift of life, and the urgency of the present moment God
has given us each today. How am I going to live this precious day most
meaningfully, most faithfully and most fruitfully?

Like everything else in this COVID plague season, Ash Wednesday
will be different this year. We will have an online Ash Wednesday

service for everyone to participate in. If you like, you can prepare your
own ashes at home and apply them to your own head at the
appropriate time in the service.

Or you can come to our first outdoor service of 2021. At this Ash
‘Wednesday service, we will have individual containers of ashes. Each
person will get a container and apply ashes to their own head at the
appropriate time. This outdoor service will be brief (15 minutes or so)
beginning at 12 noon. Please wear a mask and maintain a 6-foot
separation from other attendees.

As we move into the spring, we will begin to hold more outdoor
services to coincide with the warmer weather. Hopefully, as more
people receive their vaccines, the Covid metrics will trend downward
and we can begin to contemplate returning to indoor services.

Spring is the season of lengthening light. This year, let us hope and pray
that this physical reality will be the outward and visible sign of God’s
love for us and God’s brighter future for us, both on this earth and in
the life to come in God’s Kingdom.

Features Interview with
Presiding Bishop Curry

documentary series, The Black Church:
This is Our Story, This is Our Song,
which airs February 16 and 17 at 9 pm.

PBS writes, “In this intimate four-hour
series from executive producer, host,
and writer Henry Louis Gates, Jr., we
trace how this came to be in the 400
year-old story of the black church in
America, all the way down to its
bedrock role as the site of African
American survival and endurance,
grace and resilience, thriving and
testifying, freedom and
independence, solidarity and
speaking truth to power.”

The Gospel According to Mark
According to Peter Dewberry

Mark’s Gospel begins suddenly, dramatically maintaining a fast pace,
recounting events in quick succession. The frequent use of straightway
and zmmediately gives the effect of rapidity and action.

Mark, aka John Mark, was companion and co-worker with Peter
(tPeter 5:13) and Paul (Colossians 4:10). Mark collected Peter’s eye-
witness accounts of Jesus. He did not just throw this material together
randomly but carefully arranged them to tell his story of Jesus: “The
good news of Jesus Christ...begins bere...” (verse 1, The Message)

Mark’s Gospel can be seen as a drama in three acts.

Act 1 includes chapters 1-8a and is set in Galilee. The theme? the
amazement of people who hear Jesus teaching and witness his miracles.
“Who is this amazing man? Where does be come from?” Enter John the
Baptist, a messenger to prepare the way of the Lord, “make the way
smooth and straight.” Jesus’s baptism with the heavens opening and the
Holy Spirit descending as a dove. God says, “You are my Son.” Jesus’s
message is “The Good news of the Kingdom of God” which is authenticated
by miracles of healing and deliverance. There are differing responses:
some become followers, others puzzled and confused, most (including
the religious leaders) reject him and his message outright. His parables
of the Kingdom highlight each of these responses.

Act 2 includes chapters 8b-10 and tells of the journey to Jerusalem.
Focus is now on the disciples’ struggle to understand how Jesus is the
Messiah. There’s a crucial conversation where Jesus asks, “Who do you
say that I am?” and Peter answers, “You are the Messiah.” But Peter and
Jesus are not on the same page. Peter expects a militaristic Messiah to
drive out the Romans and restore the Jewish kingdom. Jesus says that
he is not such a Messiah but the suffering servant of Isaiah 53.
Following him means giving up violence and conquering by acts of
service and love, taking up the cross and denying oneself. Two more
conversations conclude with, “The son of man did not come to be served but
to serve and give bis life as a ransom for many.”

Act 3 includes chapters 11-16 and begins with a public royal entry into
Jerusalem. Jesus asserts his authority in the Temple, by evicting the
money changers, “My house shall be a house of prayer for all nations.” Then
there’s a week of discussion and debate with the religious authorities.
They plot to get rid of Jesus while he predicts the destruction of
Jerusalem and the Temple as well as his return in power and glory. The
week culminates in the Last Supper, “This is my body, this is my blood.”
Then the story rushes forward. Jesus is arrested, put on trial, is
crucified and dies. He is buried and on the first day of the new week,
three women come to the tomb and find the stone rolled away. An
angelic man tells them that Jesus has risen, “Go tel/ his disciples and Peter
that be will meet them in Galilee.” Terrified they run and told no one.”

Recommendation: Watch David Suchet’s dramatic reading of the Gospel of Mark
in St. Paul's Cathedral, London. It lasts 2 hours so you may want to break it up
into shorter sections, such as the outline above. Follow the YouTube link:

Therefore, we invite North Central Region
and it’s members to collect one personal care hygiene product for each
week of Lent to benefit Capital Community College (CCC) Food
Pantry. The most needed hygiene products include:

soap, shampoo, deodorant, conditioner, men’s and
women’s razors, feminine hygiene products
