Members of the South Cle Elum Town Council met on July 1, 2025, with Mayor DeVere presiding. Present was council members Allenbaugh, Kasowski, McGuire and Sandretto.  Town attorney Slothower was not present.  Allenbaugh made a motion to excuse Ditsworth, which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   Motion was made by McGuire to approve the agenda as written which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote.
PUBLIC COMMENT (3 Minute Limit): Drew Cushing, 713 Garfield inquired about enforcing folks to remove piled up garbage, to which Mayor DeVere assigned the Street Committee to investigate this further.  Jordan Peterson, 512 Lincoln spoke on behalf of the Cle Elum Downtown Association regarding the upcoming fireworks.  She informed the council and mayor that the South Cle Elum Park would be closed for spectators to view them due to the style of fireworks and the parade on Saturday, July 5th will have 130 cars, 45 horses and 15 groups of walkers.  They will be following the Incident Command Structure in hopes of everything running smoothly.
