Members of the South Cle Elum Town Council met on April 15, 2025, with Mayor DeVere presiding. Present was council members Allenbaugh, Ditsworth, Kasowski and McGuire.  Town attorney Slothower was not present.  Allenbaugh made a motion to excuse Sandretto which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote. 
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   Motion was made by McGuire to approve the agenda as written which was seconded by Allenbaugh and passed by majority vote.
PUBLIC COMMENT (3 Minute Limit): N/A
PUBLIC HEARING: N/A
IMPORTANT CORRESPONDENCE: ( Letter from Jacqueline Day requesting a leak adjustment – in her letter, Ms. Day explained that she had a major leak under her trailer that resulted in a bill that was $958.30.  She asked for a leak adjustment back to the base rate and indicated that a plumber has since repaired the leak.  Allenbaugh made a motion to grant her a leak adjustment to the base rate, which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote.
( Letter from Lyle Christman regarding overage during winter months – in his letter, Mr. Christman shared his concerns about any overage in water usage during the winter months that were not read being billed at the new rate that started with the February billing.  The Mayor asked Luanne to reach out to VISION to see if they could help resolve this.  
( COG Meeting Minutes from their March 19, 2025 meeting was available for the council to look at.
PEOPLE: Maurel Shintaffer – shared his interest in applying for the Park Host position but wanted to know about having a small lap dog and possibly leaving his 5th Wheel there over the winter while his new house is being built.  Allenbaugh said he remembers a past host having a small dog and it wasn’t a problem.  The Mayor asked him to fill out the application and bring it in by the next meeting so the council could vote on it and thanked Mr. Shintaffer for his interest. 
MINUTES: Minutes from April 1, 2025, meeting were accepted upon motion by Allenbaugh which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote. 
REPORTS: SUPERINTENDENT – Matt reported that he has washed all the equipment; rerocked Dunnagan Road and will work on potholes and alleys, weather permitting and; PSE restoration at the Park continues to progress and will be finished soon.
CLERK – Luanne had nothing to report.
FIRE CHIEF – Luanne read Nate’s report which said he had received the invoice for the SCBA equipment in the amount of $7,300 and will set up a date to pick it up and; the structure fire hose and ladders were tested last week, and everything passed the testing process
POLICE – No report
ATTORNEY – No report
PLANNING COMMISSION – No report
MAYOR – Mayor DeVere reported that the COG subcommittee met at Town Hall earlier this week and discussed a low cap financing mechanism for smaller projects happening in the county and thinks the Town, along with Cle Elum and the County, should discuss creating a pathway between South Cle Elum and Cle Elum to make it safe for pedestrians or bicyclists to get back and forth.
COUNCIL – Allenbaugh reported that he would not be attending the COG meeting tomorrow night; McGuire reported that he would be working on a little repaving project and would work with Matt; Ditsworth asked if anyone knew if Sandretto had joined the Law & justice committee.
CLAIMS: Kasowski moved that the claims against the town be allowed, and checks drawn on the Town treasury for the same. The motion was seconded by Allenbaugh and passed by majority vote.
