Members of the South Cle Elum Town Council met on February 18, 2025, with Mayor DeVere presiding. Present were council members Allenbaugh, Ditsworth, Kasowski, and Sandretto.  Town attorney Slothower was not present.  Allenbaugh made a motion to excuse council member McGuire, which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   Motion was made by Allenbaugh to approve the agenda as written which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote.

IMPORTANT CORRESPONDENCE: ( Notice of Public Hearing from City of Cle Elum – a public hearing will be held on 3/5/2025 at their council chambers regarding the proposal for a three-story, 48-unit multifamily residential complex off Bullfrog Road.  Mayor DeVere encouraged anyone interested to attend the hearing.  ( COG 1/15/2025 Meeting Minutes - minutes from the meeting were shared.
PEOPLE: N/A
MINUTES: Minutes from February 4, 2025, meeting were accepted upon motion by Ditsworth which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote. 
REPORTS: SUPERINTENDENT – Matt reported that he turned off three water services due to frozen pipes; took an on-line sampling class for his water certification; weight restriction signs may be put back up depending on weather conditions; HLA is working on a proposal for the lift station upgrade resulting in more sewer hookups / higher capacity.
CLERK – Luanne reported she emailed both Jason Ireland and Randy Schuitema regarding their requests at the last meeting and sent a letter of support to the Cle Elum Planning Commission for the proposed Whole Health Pharmacy; informed by the Wallace Property that they will be placing a bond to move forward with the final plat; and submitted the USDA report on 2/12/2025.
FIRE CHIEF – Nate reported the departments would be attending a training hosted by PSE covering high voltage  and liquid natural gas safety among other hazards the community might face; a conference will be held in May to renew live fire certifications and he would like to send some South Cle Elum volunteer fire fighters; the joint training schedule with neighboring departments has been going great; a near structure fire in Town last week from materials being stored too close to a wood stove to which Nate stressed the importance of storing flammable materials away from all heat sources; and a Power Point presentation from the meeting held recently regarding the combination of the departments was shared.  Nate asked the council and Mayor to come up with questions and concerns about the presentation and he would take them to the next meeting.
