Members of the South Cle Elum Town Council met on April 21, 2026, with Mayor DeVere presiding. Present was council members Allenbaugh, Ditsworth, McGuire and Sandretto.  Town attorney Slothower was also present.  Ditsworth made a motion to excuse Kasowski, which was seconded by Allenbaugh and passed by majority vote.   

APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   Motion was made by Allenbaugh to approve the agenda as written which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote.
PUBLIC COMMENT (5 Minute Limit): Drew Cushing, 713 Garfield, shared concerns about 608 Garfield being a property with several cats and possible drug dealings from a Fifth Wheel Trailer due to lots of traffic in and out of the area.  Mayor DeVere asked Luanne to put this on the upcoming agenda.
PUBLIC HEARING: N/A
IMPORTANT CORRESPONDENCE: ( Kittitas County A250 Meeting Minutes – these were available for council review as there were several dates listed for events.  Sandretto attended the meeting and asked if the Town could use help with a clean-up day/service day to go along with county-wide efforts.  Mayor DeVere advised anyone with ideas to reach out to Sandretto. ( Kittitas County Notice of Application – this is regarding the Easton Tavel Center to include commercial and passenger vehicle parking and separate fueling areas along with a 10,000 square foot building.
PEOPLE: N/A
MINUTES: Minutes from April 7, 2026, meeting were accepted upon motion by Ditsworth which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote.  
REPORTS: SUPERINTENDENT – Matt reported that the water project will be starting on May 4, 2026 and to look for equipment and supplies arriving next week; winter clean up is ongoing with fixing alley ways and patching potholes as time permits; found a new solar panel ran speed limit sign for around $600 on Amazon to replace the one that has been broken for a while.  Mayor DeVere said to go ahead and get it replaced after checking with the county to see if they have any to surplus.
CLERK – Luanne reported that the Kittitas County Chamber of Commerce reached out regarding the 2026 Tourism Small Capital/Municipality Funding which supplied funds for the new playground equipment last year, and asked if the council would be alright with applying for funds again this year for new doors at the park bathroom, which they all agreed to; the Annual Report for the State Auditor’s Office was submitted today along with the Street Report; on Sunday, Kittitas County Friends of Animals were here from 9:00 – 11:00 a.m. to offer help with stray cats, but no one from Town showed up; and, Kerry Clark has expressed interest in annexing his Swiftwater Business Park into the Town and has offered to talk with Whispering Pines and Steve Roberson to annexing as well.    
FIRE CHIEF – No report
POLICE – No report
ATTORNEY – Jeff reported that he continues to work on updating the code enforcement section.
PLANNING COMMISSION – April 16, 2026, Meeting Minutes – Mayor DeVere read through the minutes and there was no discussion from the council.
MAYOR – Mayor DeVere expressed concern regarding people misunderstanding the rules and regulations about burning yard waste.
COUNCIL – Sandretto asked if the Town could clean up the alley behind 608 Washington if the property owner doesn’t move garbage and debris off the Town right-of-way, to which the Town Attorney replied that as long as it is clearly garbage, yes, the Town can haul it away;  Allenbaugh reported that he was very disappointed in the way the Fire meeting held at the Senior Center went.
CLAIMS: Allenbaugh moved that the claims against the town be allowed, and checks drawn on the Town treasury for the same. The motion was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote.
