Members of the South Cle Elum Town Council met on September 02, 2025, with Mayor DeVere presiding. Present was council members Allenbaugh, Ditsworth, Kasowski, McGuire and Sandretto.  Town attorney Slothower was not present.  
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:   Motion was made by Allenbaugh to approve the agenda as written which was seconded by McGuire and passed by majority vote.
PUBLIC COMMENT (3 Minute Limit): Rick Lanphere, 804 Madison – he and his wife brought in pictures of their broken car window that they believe was caused by a rock being flown from the mower deck while Matt was mowing outside the park last Thursday.  He explained to the council and mayor that the window was broken around 11:30 AM when the park was being mowed near their property.  Mayor DeVere asked Luanne to reach out to CIAW to inquire about putting in a claim for the Town. 
PUBLIC HEARING: N/A
IMPORTANT CORRESPONDENCE: N/A
PEOPLE: ( Tyler MacKay, Waste Management (WM) representative via Microsoft Teams – talked through what holding a contract with WM verses the current UTC Tarriff through the State would look like for the Town.  Councilmember Ditsworth said she would follow up with Tyler.
( Michelle Geiger, SafeBuilt – explained that the WUI was not included in the Town’s plans and encouraged the council to investigate adopting it, either the whole thing or just adopt specific language.  Mayor DeVere assigned the Safety committee to discuss and report back at the next meeting.
MINUTES: Minutes from August 19, 2025, meeting were accepted upon motion by Allenbaugh which was seconded by Sandretto and passed by majority vote. 
REPORTS: SUPERINTENDENT – Matt reported that the wells are done for the year; thanked the Mayor, councilmember Allenbaugh and Drew Cushing for the help with spreading woodchips at the park; and, all meters were read and working.
CLERK – Luanne reported that  the Town prosecutor got back to her and indicated that was not interested in handling infraction cases; PSE representative, Carryn Vande Griend said the electricity for the wells brought up an alert in their system and a check read has been ordered to confirm the meter is indeed reading correctly; and, Public Works Board emailed some information regarding the 78 grant/loan applications they received and it was not intended to signal that the board may or may not fund the Town’s Water Main Replacement Project.
FIRE CHIEF – Nate reported that the interlocal agreement with Kittitas County Fire District #7 has been signed by all parties and is now up and running with KITTCOM; he received another application for a dual membership with the City of Cle Elum and the Town from a volunteer with experience; and, he will reach out to BSNF Railroad about the upcoming closure and assure that there will be emergency clearance if needed during the closure.
POLICE – Officer Matt Dellinger reported that it was a busy weekend with the Kittitas County Fair and Rodeo, with six arrests at the fair, ten DUIs, increased traffic control on Upper Peoh Point and Westside Roads and that the Flock cameras are now placed throughout the county and doing their job.
ATTORNEY – No report 
PLANNING COMMISSION – No report.  Mayor DeVere asked Luanne to call Julie to have her schedule a meeting so the new member could go through the steps of what a meeting might look like.
MAYOR – Mayor DeVere asked the council to be ready to adopt the Economic Development interlocal agreement with the county at the next meeting.
COUNCIL – Ditsworth reported that there is a trailer listed as a VRBO at Broadway and Main and Allenbaugh asked if trailers could be considered as an ADU.  Mayor DeVere asked the Street Committee to get a list of any suspicious VRBOs and trailers that people may be living in and get it to Michelle.
CLAIMS: Kasowski moved that the claims against the town be allowed, and checks drawn on the Town treasury for the same. The motion was seconded by Allenbaugh and passed by majority vote.
