MAYOR – Mayor DeVere reported that he has been involved in discussions regarding neighboring fire departments somehow combining with District #7 and believes it is time for the Town to do so.

Ditsworth reported she was happy to see the notices of infractions have gone out but expressed immense concern about the nature of things on her block enough so to invite several of her neighbors to the meeting to express the same concerns about safety for kids playing outside.  Mayor DeVere asked the Law & Justice and Public Safety committees to get together and discuss.  Allenbaugh reported that he has witnessed people allowing their dogs to go into the park with them and wanted to know what to do as there are several signs stating “No Dogs Allowed”.  Matt offered to talk to folks if someone could call him when it happens.
