Reminders:

e To prevent children from COVID, please keep your
child home until he/she is better. A mask may be
required to be worn if one is still coughing. When
returning to school, a negative COVID-19 antigen
test is required. Please provide us with the proof of
conducting the test and the results.

e If your child is not feeling well (with any cold
symptoms), please do not bring him/her back to
school. Have your child stay home until they are all
better. If your child is home due to fever or diarrhea,
please ensure he/she is fever and/or diarrhea-free for
24 hours without medication before returning to
school.

e Please inform the school by 9:30 a.m. if your child
will be late or absent. Please have your child arrive at
school at 9:30 in the morning, so they can have a
snack before the circle time. Breakfast would be put
away after 9:45 am. No child will be admitted to
school once the children are out at the park. No child
will be onsite without the teacher’s supervision, or
can be dropped off at or picked up from the park.
