Struggling To Give…  Genesis 22:12 

 Do you struggle to give your offerings or your tithes?  Especially in times 

like these, it’s not easy.  For many, what is tangible is far more attractive than 

what is intangible, which makes it difficult to develop trust and faith in God.    

 Abraham’s story of sacrificing Isaac upon the alter shows how painful it 

may be to develop trust in the Lord but it also shows how much the Lord values 

that trust. God says: “Now I know that you fear God, since you have not withheld 

your son, your only son, from me.” Gen. 22:12   We as Christians should be ready 

to sacrifice everything, but the truth seems to be that self-denial is especially pain-

ful to those of us who have our eyes and minds on this world.   

 Because of how things are going for many during this pandemic, we tend 

to think, “Maybe, we should give less to the church (God) in case we run out of 

money.” Or maybe, we try to make a deal with God and say, “If you give me a raise 

at my job or if you “do this for me” I will give my tithes or offerings.  There are so 

many excuses for us to try to justify our lack of giving.  But based on the scripture 

for today, look at how it pleases God and brings joy to His heart to see us act in 

obedience and trust when we give. “Now I know that you fear God, since you have 

not withheld your son, your only son, from me.”  When we give our very best, and 

we do it because we love Him,  He is pleased.   

 Here is the beautiful part of this.  He knows our needs.  And because He 

knows we have needs, yet we put Him first,  He knows that we are putting our 

trust in Him that “My God will supply all your needs according to His riches in glory 

by Jesus Christ.”    

 If you struggle with your giving, take it into prayer. Ask the Lord to help you 

overcome this struggle in your Christian life.  Jesus desires for you and I to TRUST 

HIM.  He delights in helping through our struggles.  In fact, He states, “PROVE ME, 

and see if I will not open you the windows of heaven, and pour out blessings!”
