We believe in the power 

of prayer.  Jesus is our healer.  “He is the same yesterday, today and forev-

er.”        Hebrews 13:8. 

In three passages, Jesus healed people and told them:  “Your faith has made 

you well.”  He healed the woman with the issue of blood (Mathew 9:20-22, 

a blind man (Mark 10:46-52), and ten lepers (Luke 17:11-19).  In all three 

passages mentioned, the  word “well” or “whole” is the same word used in 

John 3:16, 17—”For God so loved the world that He gave His only Begotten 

Son, that whosoever believeth in Him, should not perish, but have ever-

lasting life.  For God sent not His Son to condemn the world, but that the 

world through Him be saved.” 

Jesus’ greatest desire is to heal you.  But we must understand that the heal-

ing of your soul is most important—more important that your physical heal-

ing.  We all have to face death some day.  And when our soul has been 

made whole, we are ready to meet Jesus.  Ask for your physical healing, as 

He is ready to answer your prayer. But more important, ask Him to make 

you whole.
