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THE ROLE OF THE MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
The job of the Management Committee is to administer the club affairs in accordance with the constitutional documents (i.e. the constitution and by-laws) and ensure that all legal and constitutional requirements are met. 

Unless the membership has delegated greater authority to the committee, by resolution or in its by-laws, the committee has no authority to make further decisions without the consent of members by resolution. 

Committees may recommend, they may not dictate to members. 

Moreover, committee discussions do not need to be kept secret, unless they are about sensitive matters concerning individuals and are potentially embarrassing, distressing or harmful or might, if made public, involve the club in litigation.
