Friday. 

Math, Science, & History:  
Math: The area and perimeter quiz will be coming
home with your child on Monday. We will then
jump into the next chapter over data analysis. We
will learn about line plots, frequency tables, bar
graphs, mean, median, mode, and range! The
quarter ends on Friday, so IXL grades for the
quarter will be finalized Friday at the end of the
day!
