Day 1: Dublin City Tour, Experience Glasnevin & Clontarf Castle
Your tour departs at 2:00 PM from the Clontarf Castle Hotel lobby,
a short ride from Dublin Airport and a few miles north of Dublin
city center.

Day 5: Sheepdog Demo & Galway Walking Tour

Visit a traditional farm to see highly skilled sheepdogs show off
their talents at minding their herd. Continue on to Galway, for a
walking tour of this vibrant city’s medieval heart. Take free time to
explore before heading to Adare, where you'll dine in your hotel
this evening.
