First reading: Ezekiel 33:7-11

ones, you shall surely die,” and you do nat speak to warn the wicked to turn from their ways,
the wicked shall die in their iniquity, but their blood | will require at your hand. %But if you warn
the wicked to turn from their ways, and they do not turn from their ways, the wicked shall die
in their iniquity, but you will have saved your life.

10Now you, mortal, say to the house of Israel, Thus you have said: “Our transgressions and
our sins weigh upon us, and we waste away because of them; how then can we live?”

Second reading: Romans 13:8-14
80Owe no one anything, except to love one another; for the one who loves another has
fulfilled the law.

You shall not steal; You shall not covet”; and any other commandment, are summed up in
this word, “Love your neighbor as yourself.” 10Love does no wrong to a neighbor; therefore,
love is the fulfilling of the law.
