These artists were painting with
oils in the Cody area on the
Southfork, the Northfork and in
Yellowstone National Park.

One of them
used no greens, preferring to mix
their own.

In many cases manufacturers are
now turning to alternate pigments
to lessen the toxicity of colors such
as the cadmiums. These may be
just as strong as the original and
very closely mimic the original
color. Some manufacturers use
Ahued to identify
will often answer queries about
this.

a TIPb Make A Custom-Sized Palette For Qils:

This is based on what renowned artist Richard Schmidt suggests. It& easy to make and you can fit it
to the space you have available/need. Quarter-inch Masonite, quarter-inch plate glass, % inch quart-
er round, a tape measure, jig saw and glue are all that is needed. Many lumber yards will cut the
bottom piece of Masonite to fit your measurements. The top piece you may have to shape yourself.
Have the glass sized to fit between the
three pieces of quarter round. Make
sure to have the glass shop smooth the
edges of the plate glass. Check that
everything goes together correctly, and
glue the quarter round (maybe nail with
brads too and avoid getting any glue on
the glass). Place the Masonite for your
colors where desired and glue it along
the sides (top only so the glass can still
be slid out). On this one, grooves were
sanded into the quarter round to help
keep the brushes in place. Add your
colors, then paint and have fun!
