Greetings from Pastor Joni!

I send this to all of you—those that are following along through “The Bible Year” by Magrey Devega AND those of you that are not; those of you that are participating in our small groups AND those of you that are not; those of you that are regularly attending Sunday worship AND those of you that are not – because no matter where you are in your faith walk, we are all brothers and sisters in Christ, we support and encourage one another, and we walk together on our Christian journey.  

Just to keep all of you up to date, we have completed the first series of “The Bible Year” which was entitled “The Story Begins.”  From February 20 through March 13, our series is entitled “Road Rules,” and our key verse for this series is from Deuteronomy 10:12-13:

And now, Israel, what does the Lord your God ask of you but to fear the Lord your God, to walk in obedience to him, to love him, to serve the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul, and to observe the Lord’s commands and decrees that I am giving you today for your own good?

Pause and take a moment to ask yourself, “How am I currently responding to the Lord’s request?  Which of God’s commands do I need to work on?”  Make a mental note of your answer, just start with one, write it down later, create a time slot for it (e.g., once a week, twice a week, every day).  Start somewhere.  Take the next step, whatever it might be.  Be intentional, because if you are not, you will drift away from God, slowly but surely, and lose your way.  

The Sermon Guide for the “Road Rules” series shares this reality that applies to all followers of Christ:

We are a lot like those wandering Israelites.  We may be freed from the slavery to sin, but we are not yet experiencing the full joy of the Promised Land.  In the meantime, we are wandering and wondering how to move forward in life, in a way that fully loves God and others.

Today, the laws in Leviticus – Deuteronomy might seem antiquated and even far-fetched, but they are the same essential foundation for the Judeo-Christian ethic that God calls us to live out today:

Yield:  Surrender to God with complete obedience.

Caution:  Be aware and attentive to that which would threaten our obedience.

One Way:  Be single-minded and focused on the way and will of God.

Go:  Proceed with courage, knowing that God is with us.

Each of these “road signs” serve as a vivid reminder of how to live life as God intends it.

What will be your next step?  No one can make it happen but you.  You have to do your part as you travel along the way of salvation.  However, one thing you can be sure of:  God WILL DO his part as he has promised!
