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Meeting with DESBT - Jobs Connection for community

On 14 October 2021 representatives of Islamic Society of Toowoomba again met with senior officials of
Queensland Department of Employment, Small Business and Training (DESBT), Toowoomba Chamber
of Commerce, and Multicultural Australia at Toowoomba Mosque to discuss job opportunities for our
community. Regional Director of DESBT, Ms Jenelle Choyce and her colleague Mr Scott Christ; Manager
of Toowoomba Chamber of Commerce, Ms Georgie Carswell; and Ms Kelly Buckingham and Ms Tanja
Miljevic of Multicultural Australia joined Professor Shahjahan Khan, Mr Mohamed Ali and Mr Mohamed
Abdulkareem of Islamic Society of Toowoomba in the meeting.

The meeting agreed that there are many
government funded opportunities for
training, apprenticeship, upskilling etc to
help people job-ready and the community
should get the benefit from them. The
visitors suggested that every Australian
including non-citizens should know about
what opportunities are available and how
govt officials could work with the
individual families to create personal link
to enhance job opportunities.

The employers in Toowoomba are finding it difficult to recruit staff for their businesses. Also, the
employers often do not look for specific degree/certificate. In many cases they are looking for good
workers simply with demonstration of commitment to job, punctuality and work ethics. The meeting also
emphasised that the employers require to open themselves to the culturally diverse staff and look beyond
any discrimination. It also agreed that lack of local experience should not be an issue for the new migrants
and refugees. They should get the job if they able to do their duties as per Australian standard and
quality.

The meeting decided to organise a community BBQ lunch at Toowoomba Mosque on Saturday 20
November 2021 to link potential job seekers and families with young people to the officials who could

On Friday, 29 October 2021 Dr Mark Copland, Mission Executive of St Vincent's Private Hospital
Toowoomba led a team of nine managers to visit Toowoomba Mosque.

The visitors were interested to know different aspects of Islamic faith related to dealing with sick and
hospitalised people so that Muslim patients can be treated with respectfully and appropriate cultural
sensitivity. Topics covered palliative care, Ramadan fast and breakfast, euthanasia, rituals for terminally
ill patients, employment of Muslims in hospital, visit by Imam and other members of the community,
funeral arrangements, services in nursing home and home care for old parents etc.

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Toowoomba Mosque uses Composite Bars instead of Steel Bars

The concrete slab at Toowoomba Mosque will be made from Glass Fibre Reinforced Polymer (GFRP)
bars, which are corrosion resistant, durable, lighter, more sustainable and stronger than traditional steel
bars. Research has shown that GFRP reinforced structures emit 43% less carbon-dioxide than steel
reinforced structures and reduce energy consumption by almost 50%. Dr Omar Alajarmeh partnered with
private industry to source this at the same cost as steel. This initiative is a crucial step toward achieving
the Australian Government's 2050 plan for net zero emissions.
