Musallah in Putra Jaya, Malaysia.

and Minister of Immigration for processing the Visa Application of the Imam on time.  

Muslims in Toowoomba welcomed their new Imam in a Meet & Greet Session at the Mosque on 

Saturday, 5 March 2022 over a Bring-a-Dish lunch. President of the Islamic Society of Toowoomba, 

Professor Shahjahan Khan was joined by community elders Sheikh Osman Edreas, Dr Javaid Iqbal, Mr 

George Helon, and Interim Imam Dr Omar AlSakit to welcome the Imam. Many families shared divers 

delicious food on the occasion.  

Muslims in Toowoomba worked hard for about 10 months to recruit the new Imam, sign Labour 

Agreement and submit Visa Application, arrange Visa, and help settle his family in Toowoomba. The 

community thanked Br Abdullah Albab Khan processing Labour Agreement and Visa Application free of 

charges, Br Mohamed Ali Kalifullah for organising accommodation and household items for family of 

Imam, and Dr Omar AlSakit for serving as Interim Imam. 

Final Stage Reconstruction Work to Start on 22 March  

After working hard to find builder/contractor to complete the outstanding work of the Mosque 

reconstruction project for the last six months we were lucky to finally sign a contract with Dr Humayun 

Kabir of Q1 Building Services and Maintenance Pvt Ltd recently. This is for the Final Stage work of the 

project which includes 46 car parks, two drive-ways, several retaining walls, one disable access ramp, 

and concreting around the building and yard. The estimate cost is $302,326.61. 

As per the agreement the work will start on Tuesday, 22 March 2022 Inshaa Allah. 

The other outstanding works for the project are putting acoustic walls, landscaping and carpet laying. We 

also plan to set up an Electric Car Charging Station in our car parking area. This will not only open the 

Mosque to the wider community as part of our commitment to reduce carbon emission and serve the 
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people of this city but also has the potential to bring much needed income to support the maintenance of 

the Mosque. 

 

Funding Ifter-Dinner on Saturday, 9 April 2022 

In addition to the current available $240,000 in our bank account, the completion of the project will require 

an estimated additional $95,000. We will have to run online and social media campaign leading to 

Ramadan, and organise a fundraising Ifter-Dinner in Toowoomba on Saturday, 9 April 2022 to cover 

the shortfall. All Muslims in Toowoomba are encouraged to participate in the event with their family to 

help achieve our target.   
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Toowoomba Mosque received $95,002 Safer Community Grant 

After being unsuccessful for the last two rounds, the Islamic Society of Toowoomba has received Safer 

Community Grant of $95,002 plus GST in Round 6 this year. The money will be spent on security camera 

and other equipment and fence for the protection of the Mosque property.  

We are very thankful to Hon Garth Hamilton MP, Federal Member for Groom (Toowoomba); Hon David 

Janetzki MP, State Member for Toowoomba South; Cr Paul Antonio, Mayor of Toowoomba Regional 

City; and Queensland Police Services, Toowoomba for making strong recommendation for the grant.  

The community highly appreciate everyone involved in the preparation and submission of the Grant 

Application, especially Br Peter Sapsford of Islamic Relief Australia, and Br Mohamed Ali Kalifullah of 

Islamic Society of Toowoomba.  

The work setting camera and other security equipment will start soon Inshaa Allah.

Federation of Islamic Councils. Alhamdulillah we have received MAQ Grant of $8,800 and Safer 

Community Grant of $95,002 plus GST recently.  

Weekly Newsletter of the Society is being published since February 2020. Special thanks to Dr Wahid 

Ferdous his for help.  

Organized 8th International Food Festival & Masjid Open Day in April with a MAQ Grant on 31 July 2021. 

Special thanks to A/Prof Dr Mainul Islam for coordinating the event. We also regularly participated in the 

Abrahamic Faiths quarterly meetings. 

We received a small grant $2000 and organized a successful Job Forum in the Masjid. We also organized 

two Covid-19 Vaccine Clinic in our Masjid. Big thank you to Br Mohamed Ali for managing these events.  

Sadly, Imam Abdul Kader left us to take his new job in Melbourne in April 2021. We must thank Dr Omar 

AlSakit and Br Abdu Mohamed for serving as the Interim Imam and teacher with great care and 

satisfaction. Alhamdulillah, we were able to recruit a new Imam soon after, get a Labour Agreement with 

the Federal Govt and then applied and secure visa for Imam Muhammad Aminul Islam and his family. 

We are grateful to Abdullah Albab Khan for handing all documentations and submission free of cost 

saving thousands of dollars for our community. New Imam is scheduled to arrive to Toowoomba on 

Thursday 3 March 2022 Inshaa Allah. He is a Hafez-e-Qur’an, graduate of AlAzhar University, and PhD 

Candidate at IIUM, Malaysia.  

We now have tenants in our next-door property bringing some much needed income. I thank Br Muhidin 

Hadzich for fixing the building, looking after maintenance and managing it. I thank Br Mohamed 

Abdulkareem for taking care of cleaning of the Masjid and Br Mohamed Ali for overseeing membership, 

security matters and maintaining documentations. Very special thanks to all volunteers who worked so 

hard in various events, and garden/yard cleaning and tidy up sessions. 

The Society is now register under ACNC, and as always, working very closely with the Toowoomba 

Islamic Charitable Trust to maintain and manage the Mosque.  

The Masjid FB was active and well managed. The website has been re-established. Prayer times are 

updated regularly. Thanks to Dr Wahid Ferdous for setting up and maintaining our internet and social 

media presence.  

Alhamdulillah, our accounts have been properly audited and financial statements are finalized. We must 

thank Br Hamed Ali for his professional expertise and dedication for the community. JAK for Hamed Ali 

and A/Prof Dr Mainul Islam for managing the accounts.  

The main challenge ahead is getting the contractor finish the remaining work and raising sufficient funds 

to complete the Mosque project. We will need additional $335,00 for the outstanding work. Alhamdulillah, 

we have over $240,000 in our accounts. So we will need to raise the estimated shortfall of $95,000 from 

our community. We need to keep working on the unity of Muslims and making the Masjid a centre of 

activities and spiritual uplifting. This includes regular women and youth activities. May Allah accept our 

ibadah, forgive our mistakes, remove our weaknesses and grant us success in this world and more so in 

the hereafter.

Presentation on “Grace” in the Abrahamic Faiths Gathering 

President of Islamic Society of Toowoomba Professor Shahjahan Khan made a presentation on "Grace" 

or Mercy in Islam in the Abrahamic Faiths gathering on Wednesday, 16 February at the St Anthony’s 

Hall. Part of my presentation is attached. Rev Adam spoke on the Christian perspective of Grace. The 

Jews presenter was unable to attend. 

  
 

Grace or Mercy (Rahma) in Islam  
The primary attribute of Allah in the Holy Quran is Mercy (Rahma). Synonyms of mercy include: 
compassion, forgiveness, kindliness, leniency, gentleness, and goodwill.  
 
Quranic verses on Allah’s mercy 
In the name of God, the Most Compassionate, the Most Merciful.  
…My mercy encompasses everything… (7:156) 
Say: “My servants, you who have transgressed against yourselves, do not despair of the mercy of Allah. 
Truly Allah forgives all wrong actions. He is the Ever-Forgiving, the Most Merciful.” (39:53) 

O my sons (said Prophet Jacob)! Go you and enquire about Yusuf (Joseph) and his brother, and never 
give up hope of Allah’s Mercy. Certainly no one despairs of Allah’s Mercy, except the people who 
disbelieve. (12:87) 
 
…And seek God’s forgiveness! Truly God is much forgiving and Merciful. (2:199) 
Whoso does evil or oppresses his own self and thereafter seeks God’s forgiveness shall find God most 
Forgiving, Merciful. (4:110) 
But those who do evil deeds, then repent and believe, they will find your Lord Forgiving and 
Merciful. (7:153) 
 
Anyone of you who does a misdeed through ignorance then repents thereafter and makes amends, then 
verily He is Forgiving, Merciful. (6:54) 
…Truly God is Gentle and Compassionate to mankind. (2:143) 
We have not sent you (O Muhammad) except as a mercy to all the worlds. (21:107) 
The Divine Name Ar-Rahman: The Universally Merciful  
 
Most scholars agree that the divine name Ar-Rahman refers to Allah’s universal mercy for all creation. 
No other attribute comes close to the number of times Allah ascribes Mercy to Himself in Holy Quran. 
Furthermore, there is no other name like Ar-Rahman in the Holy Quran, except for Allah. Both of these 
names are considered to be primary names of Allah. This is shown by the following verse: 
Say, “Call upon Allah or call upon the Most Merciful. Whichever [name] you call – to Him belong the best 
names.” (17:110) 
 
All other divine names go back to the primary names of Allah: Allah and Ar-Rahman.  
No other divine name has the structure of “alif-noon” at the end. In Arabic, this alif-noon ending means 
“the One Who has the strongest and the eternal Rahma; it means that Allah is always characterized by 
Rahma and everything He does is out of Rahma” 
 
Hadiths about Allah’s Mercy 
“When Allah completed the creation, He wrote in His book with Him upon the Throne: Verily, My mercy 
prevails over My wrath.” (Bukhari and Muslim) 
 
Allah created mercy in one hundred parts and sent down to earth only one part. Because of this one part, 
there is mutual love among creation, so much so that an animal will lift up its hoof from its young one, 
fearing that it might harm it. Allah has reserved the remaining ninety-nine parts of this mercy to favor His 
believing servants on the Day of Judgment. (Bukhari and Muslim)

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The Prophet Muhammad reported that the devil said to God: “I shall continue to lead Thy servants astray 
as long as their spirits are in their bodies.” And God replied: “(Then) I shall continue to pardon them as 
long as they ask My forgiveness.” (Tirmidthi) 
 
Umar ibn al-Khattab reported: Some prisoners of war were brought to the Prophet, peace and blessings 
be upon him, and a breast-feeding woman was among them. Whenever she found a child among the 
prisoners, she would take it to her chest and nurse it. The Prophet said to us, “Do you think this woman 
would throw her child in the fire?” We said, “No, not if she was able to stop it.” The Prophet said, “Allah 
is more merciful to his servants than a mother is to her child.” (Bukhari and Muslim) 
 
(God says) O son of Adam, so long as you call upon Me and ask of Me, I shall forgive you for what you 
have done, and I shall not mind. O son of Adam, were your sins to reach the clouds of the sky and were 
you then to ask forgiveness of Me, I would forgive you. O son of Adam, were you to come to Me with sins 
nearly as great as the earth and were you then to face Me, ascribing no partner to Me, I would bring you 
forgiveness nearly as great as it. (Tirmidhi, Ahmad) 
 
(God says) O My servants, you sin by night and by day, and I forgive all sins, so seek forgiveness of Me 
and I shall forgive you. (Muslim, Tirmidthi)

NOTE these Guidelines: (1) A Justice of the Peace CAN NOT PROVIDE any LEGAL ADVICE. (2) Those 

requiring the services of the Justice of the Peace (JP) must be in possession of an approved 

Photographic Identity Document such as a Driver’s Licence, Passport, or Proof of Age Card; at least one 

of which must include a residential address. (3) Clients must supply their OWN FORMS and copies of 

Documents for Certification as there are NO PHOTOCOPYING SERVICES. (4) ALL FORMS MUST BE 

COMPLETED BEFORE ATTENDANCE. (5) A JP CAN NOT ASSIST IN THE COMPLETION OF ANY 

DOCUMENT.
