Christmas Card) InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert the document/photos into PDF for-
mat.  Neehah  UV/ Ultra II White Translucent paper Sub 28/105g/m 14 M text 8 1/2 X 11 purchased from 
Kelly  Papers.

♦ ♦ Print set 11: Overlay book cover Uses transparency over Cover stock (See Crosscurrents 
Book) The Crosscurrents Book is printed using  an overlay of transparency that is black and white. The bot-
tom sheet is cardstock white. The book is wirebound. InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert 
the document/photos into PDF format. 

I made the cover using CS2 InDesign software using clip-art from a file {Art Explosion Image Library}. 
This is copyright free art that provides a wonderful way to add colorful pictures to the book without having 
to take them yourself. This project is very simple, but requires a binder. I use Akiles 3:1  Wirebind. 
The back is also tranparent overlay with an undercover white cover stock which I purchased from Kelly Pa-
pers locally in Las Vegas. The paper for the pages is white 24wt. The paper backing the transparency is 80# 
Bright White Cover UTOPIA from Kelly Papers. The cover is not printed on, but added later when the book 
is bound. 

♦ ♦ Print set 12: Perfect Bound Book Pages with 2 books per page. (See Tomaseña book) 
 InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert the document/photos into PDF format. 24 wt white 
paper. It is a little thicker than copy paper, so it holds up better and looks nicer. 

♦♦  Print set 13: Tabloid Cover Heavy Stock to be used as a cover. This is when you want a 
shiny look without laminating the page. This paper will fit all the way around most books.11x17 (See To-
maseña book)  InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert the document/photos into PDF format. 
Kromekote Smart plus cover C15 white cast coat finish 11 x 17 grain long  (P11172C) obtained from

InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert 
the document/photos into PDF format.

♦♦  Print set 17: Print to Edge Cover Heavy Stock 11 x 17 to be used as a cover to be lami-
nated.  (See the cover of Alpaca Shear Fear)  I use InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert 
the document/photos into PDF format.  This cover is laminated using .5 pocket lamination. 110 wt cover 
obtained from Xpedx.

♦ ♦ Print set 18: Fold Calender with Cover 11”x17” Added by printer. (See the Lake 
Powell Calender)  InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert the document/photos into PDF 
format. I left the cover with the main pages, even though they are on separate paper. You could, however 
separate the cover with pages 1, 2 from 3-14 for easy printing. With this pattern, I did not turn the pages 
upside down, but allowed the printer to stay on the auto-bind mode. It automatically turns every other page 
upside down. (Note the difference between the two above calenders, even though they are bound similarly.)

How to use Print Sets 
Print Sets Books are designed for individuals who have media they need to publish. They are like cook books 
for publishing in that they give information  which directs the cook to make something specific. It is impor-
tant to point out that the Print Sets do not teach the program of software indicated in the pattern or Print Set, 
but show how to utilize the software to bring about a specific product. It is comparable to cooking lessons in 
that one who whips up a recipe doesn’t need to know everything about the food, the oven or the kitchen: He 
just needs to know how to come up with what he needs within the structure he is given using the ingredients 
supplied. With the Print Sets, you supply what needs to be printed and I tell you how to ‘cook’ it using spe-
cific software which it is created in. 

This book is written in a format familiar to web page developers. It takes the reader from screen to screen 
using indentations for clarification if structure. The book points out: 
1.  Types of paper recommended for specific outcomes.
2. Which drawer to place the paper into for the most consistently reliable results. {Certain drawers will 

not allow the user to fold the paper in half when the paper is drawn from them.}
3. What to program the computer to do which will tell the printer how to print what you need. 
4. Specific printer program elements to insure the printer and computer are in alignment. 

The publishing principles used in the Glorybound Print Sets drive the printer using the computer software. 
They differ from conventional printing techniques which are ‘printer driven’. Many businesses operate us-
ing the Océ Imagistics Cm5520 printer using printer driven options. {See the standard manual} The manual 
presumes that the individual already has a copy of what needs to be copied and goes to the printer, programs 
the functions and looks for the results in the output tray. 

With the Glorybound Publishing Print Sets what needs to end up in the output tray is new: There is no 
copy to copy. So, in essence, the copier becomes more; it enables the individual to become his own publisher. 
For, when you create a ‘written work’ then program the computer to drive the printer and gather your ‘work’

Go to ‘set up’ 
within the InDesign print screen to access the print screen for Cm5520. Kromekote Smart plus cover C15 
white cast coat finish 11” x 17” grain long  (P11172C) obtained from Xpedx.

♦ ♦ Print set 45: Big Book 11x 17 Portrait Mode Big book on 24 wt paper 11x17 with 

wire binding using the printer to duplex the book. (See Mama Bugsy F) The book was made from InDe-
sign, Photshop and Illustrator with clip art and paintings. Shiny heavy weight, 20 or 24 wt paper into the 
bypass tray. 

♦ ♦ Print set 46: bookmarks (See Ordinary People Book Mark) InDesign in conjunction with 
Photoshop then convert the document/photos into PDF format. It doesn’t matter which publishing software 
you use as long as you convert the document to a PDF if you have printing conflicts. The template (same 
number in ‘Glorybound Pattern Book-46) is set up using InDesign because it is easy to move the margins 
and you can actually measure the paper and move them over if you need to. Thick weight paper for the 
book marks and flipped it over to print the other side.  

♦ ♦ Print set 47: Word Docunent Stapled in corner This pattern is used for any letters 
that I send which are two pages.  Word. This print set is for 8 1/2” x 11” paper.

The 
CD was printed and reproduced using Epson.

♦♦  Print Set 134: CD Card 4 Page Print for Mini CD (For attachment of CD. Prints 
three per page) 

This card is made to fit with the the Print Set Books and holds a mini-cd on the top. Make your card us-
ing publishing software. I use InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop then convert the document/photos 
into PDF format. It doesn’t matter which publishing software you use as long as you convert the document 18 23



problems downloading it to the printer.
Make sure that your project is set to 1 sided before you print. Also, this print set is running stickers from 

InDesign, not Avery.  Full Page sticker paper into bypass tray. I use Labelblank Z-LO 8520 Full Sheet with 2 
back splits from www.labelblankcorporation.com. Bright white Laser labels. It is important to get the paper 
with the splits because if you don’t have the splits it is very difficult to get it off the back to stick it to your 
project. 

♦ ♦ Print set 101: GBK A (Book) Laminated with wire binding For a book to be 
wire bound or comb bound having a stiff cover. (Sharing Ole Lumpy size 8 1/2” x 8 1/2”) InDesign inte-
grated with Photoshop. Conversion of art from RGB to CYMK given in print set. The cover is made from 
cover stock 11x17 landcape, then laminated and the pages are made from 8.5x11. The cover is printed on 
the larger paper so that the ink goes to the edges. With this Print Set, the pattern is given with the expecta-
tion that the cover is separate in a tabloid file and the pages are 8.5x11 portrait.  Remember that when you 
are setting up the cover to run the colors beyond the 8.5x11 page a bit so that you have a little slop when 
you cut it out. The binding is 7/16 double-O  Wire Binding. Books from 15-20 pages do well with a 7/16 
wire because it isn’t too tight to turn the pages.  

♦ ♦ Print set 102: GBB A Vinyl cover, Wire The book is 8.5x8.5 finished size with wire 
binding.(See Abreas Ansus) I use Pressline Leather-finish latex Book Covers with square corners. 8 1/2 x 11 
.017 pt which I obtain from Kelly Papers locally in Las Vegas. The binding is 9/16 double-O  Wire Binding. 
White.

♦ ♦ Print set 103: GBB A Vellum, Laminated Wire  This produces a 5.5”x8.5” wire 
bound personalized Journal. (See Aurora Dream Journal) The cover is made from Vellum which is printed 
on, then laminated and bound into a book. The book Auroa Dream Journal is meant to be a personalized 
dream journal. It is made from Printed Vellum. WorldWin Extrordinary Papers. Sun Prairie, Wi. 53590. 
Website www.worldwinpapers.com. I used some butterflies which are laser compatible, acid, lignin and 
chlorine free. 

A cover page was made in InDesign because, as I have pointed out, it is one of the only software programs 
in which you can turn words. The binding is 9/16 double-O  Wire Binding. Silver or White. Instruction on 
turning words with InDesign. For lamination of the cover: I use 5 or 7 mil (125 Mil) with a pouch laminator. 
I have the Peach 330 from Peach of Switzerland. 
    

♦ ♦ Print set 104: GBK B Laminated Cvr 8.5 x11 Wire This produces a 7”x8.5” 
wire bound book 2 per page of paper from Legal paper. (Sharing Ole Lumpy B) The cover of the book is 
made from 8.5x11 cover stock laminated (or non-laminated) while the pages are made from legal paper 
cut in two. Each printing makes two books. Make your cover using publishing software. I use InDesign in 
conjunction with Photoshop and Illustrator then convert the document/photos into PDF format. They down 
load to the printer must faster when the files are compressed using the pdf format. The page is from Krome-
kote Laser High Gloss Cover C2S White 10 pt. 8 1/2 x 11. The binding is 7/16 double-O  Wire Binding. 
Green.
 

♦ ♦ Print set 105: Blow-up Letter to Legal GBK B Saddle Stitched This 

Tabloid size book that you want to legal size. Remember this is Landscape mode. If you need Portrait mode 
see Print Set 181.  The book may be saddle stitched, wire bound or coil bound. 

♦ ♦ Print set 119: Shrink Legal to Letter Pattern goes from Legal size to Letter size Por-
trait. (GBK Calendar)

The pattern presumes that you already have a Legal size book that you want to letter size. Remember 
this is portrait mode. If you need landscape mode see Print Set 118.  The book may be saddle stitched, wire 
bound or coil bound. 

♦ ♦ Print set 120: Blow-up Letter to Legal Pattern goes from Letter to legal size book 

Landscape. (Sharing Ole Lumpy B) The pattern presumes that you already have a letter size book that you 
want to up size to legal size.  The book may be saddle stitched, wire bound or coil bound. 

♦ ♦ Print set 121: Blow-up Letter to Tabloid  Wire Bind Pattern goes from Letter 
to tabloid size book Landscape. (Sassy Cats Big) The pattern presumes that you already have a letter size 
book that you want to up size to tabloid size. This pattern is flat pages, not suitably set up for saddle stitch-
ing. The book may be wire bound or coil bound. 

♦ ♦ Print set 122: Booklet 4 pg. w/ order form Folded in half booklet uses 1 piece of 
paper(See Crosscurrents brochure) 24 wt paper or 32 wt shiny or flat will work. (Use heavier paper if you 
are afraid pictures might show through the other side.

♦ ♦ Print set 123: Booklet 8 pg. w/ order form Folded, stapled booklet uses 2 piece of 
paper (See brochure 123) 24 wt paper or 32 wt shiny or flat will work. (Use heavier paper if you are afraid 
pictures might show through the other side.

♦ ♦ Print set 124: Booklet 12 pg. w/ order form Folded, stapled booklet uses 3 piece of 
paper (See brochure 124)
24 wt paper or 32 wt shiny or flat will work. (Use heavier paper if you are afraid pictures might show 
through the other side.

♦ ♦ Print set 125: Booklet 16 pg. w/ order form Folded, stapled booklet uses 4 piece of 
paper (See brochure 125)
24 wt paper or 32 wt shiny or flat will work. (Use heavier paper if you are afraid pictures might show 
through the other side.

♦ ♦ Print set 126: Booklet 20 pg. w/ order form Folded, stapled booklet uses 5 piece of 
paper (See brochure 126)
24 wt paper or 32 wt shiny or flat will work. (Use heavier paper if you are afraid pictures might show 
through the other side.
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produces a 7”x8.5” Saddle Stitched bound book from Legal paper. The pattern is up-sized from a letter size 
book. (Sharing Ole Lumpy B)

The cover of the book is made from 8.5x14  pages of legal paper.  Make your book using publishing soft-
ware. I use InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop and Illustrator then convert the document/photos into 
PDF format. They down load to the printer must faster when the files are compressed using the pdf format. 
The binding is Saddle Stitched

♦♦  Print set 107: GBB Special Cover 8.5x11, Wire. This produces a 5.5”x8.5” Wire 
bound book on Letter paper with Transparency and Linen cover. (Crosscurrents) The cover of the book is 
printed in transparency with linen paper backing it. The back of the book copies the linen. The original pat-
tern is letter size. Landscape with two per page and cutting the stack in-half to bind.  

Make your book using publishing software. I use InDesign in conjunction with Photoshop and Illustrator 
then convert the document/photos into PDF format. They down load to the printer must faster when the files 
are compressed using the pdf format. The transparency that is printed on the cover has the picture ‘flipped’ 
so that the print is acutally on the inside between the cover and the linen. The true front of the book doesn’t 
have any print on it. Directions on how to flip a picture with InDesign. The binding is Double Wire-O 9/16 
Gold attached wiht Akiles  WireMac Duo. 

♦ ♦ Print set 108: GBK C Coil BindThis produces a 5.5”x8.5” Coil bound book on Letter 

paper with 8.5x11 cover. (Setareh and the Nightingale) The cover of the book is printed on Cover stock 
8.5x11 and the pages on letter 8.5x11 20-24 wt paper. Landscape with two per page and cutting the stack 
in-half to bind. With this print set there is a print margin. It is not print to edge cover pattern. See Print 
Set/Pattern 178 for a cover that prints to the edge. The binding is green or yellow coil 9mm attached with 
CoilMac by Akiles. (GBC Skyline) The cover may be laminated using a pocket laminator 5ml laminate. 

♦♦  Print set 109: Vinyl Cover This produces a 8.5x11” landscape Cover. (Into the Midst of 
God) I used  heavy heavy weight vinyl 8.5x11 with the shiny side down into the bypass tray If you need 
two sided printing, you will need to turn the vinyl over. 

♦ ♦ Print set 110: GBK D Saddle Stitched w/o cover. This produces a 4”x5.5”  two 

books per page  on Letter paper with cover included. (FanZ DanZ PanZ D) The cover of the book is printed 
as part of the book from tray 2. The book has to be cut into two pieces and stapled by hand because the sta-
ples are too close to together for any machine (I have found). The pattern is letter size. Portrait The binding 
is staples (Saddle Stitched). The Pattern is all laid out in the Pattern set including where to put the staples

♦ ♦ Print set 111: GBK E Cvr 8.5x11 Wire This produces a 4”x5.5”  two books per page  

on Letter paper with each page laminated and corners trimmed. (FanZ DanZ PanZ E) This book is espe-
cially good for toddlers. It is laminated with the corners of each page trimmed. The book is intensive to put 
together because each page is cut apart, laminated, then bound into a book with a wire binding. Lamination 
may be done with a pocket laminator 5 ml. Cut the pages out before laminting them for consistency in the 
book. 

After the book is bound I use a corner machine and trim the sharp corners off so that a toddler may chew 

on the book and not become injured on sharp corners. The book comes with a stuffed kitty. The cover of 
the book is printed as part of the book from tray 2. The book has to be cut into four pieces as stated above.  
The pattern is letter size. Portrait The binding is Double O Wire binding 7/16 . For stapled pattern (Saddle 
Stitched)the Pattern is all laid out in the Pattern set including where to put the staples (See Pattern Set 110)
 

♦ ♦ Print set 112: GBK G Cvr 8.5x11 Saddle Stitch This produces 7cmx10.7cm  4 

books per page on Letter paper Saddle stitched with cover included. (Mama Bugsy G) The cover of the 
book is printed as part of the book from tray 2. The book has to be cut into 4 pieces and stapled by hand 
because the staples are too close to together for any machine (I have found). The pattern is letter size. Land-
scape The binding is staples (Saddle Stitched). The Pattern is all laid out in the Pattern set including where 
to put the staples (See Pattern Set 112)
  

♦ ♦ Print set 113: GBK F (Book) 11x17 Cvrstk, Laminated, Wire For a tabloid 
size book portrait all cover stock pages with wire binding (Noah F) The book is  is made from cover stock 
11x17 Portrait. The cover is laminated. Lamnation is with roll laminator 5 ml. The binding is 5/8 twin wire 
Binding. This book has a larger binding because the pages are bigger. I use blue. GBC Skyline and Xpedx 
have them. 

♦ ♦ Print set 114: GBK F (Book) 11x17  For a tabloid size book portrait 20 wt pages wth 
cover. Wire binding (Ba Ba Verde La F) The cover is made from cover stock 11x17 Portrait.The pages are 
printed from 11x17 plain paper duplexed. The cover is attached to the book during binding. The binding 
is 5/8 twin wire Binding. This book has a larger binding because the pages are bigger. I use Green. GBC 
Skyline and Xpedx have them. 

♦ ♦ Print set 115: Perfect Bound 5.5x8.5  Wasp Bar Code The cover is printed 
from 11x17, glue bound. (See Tomaseña book) This print set includes everything you need to perfect bind 
a book, except the binder. The cover is from 11x17 cover stock which may be laminated or not. Pages from 
24 wt paper. Prints 2 books per page using landscape mode of the computer, then 

♦ ♦ Print set 116: Perfect Book Liner  This is a page which is inserted between the first page 
of the book and the cover. It covers any glue imperfections and dresses the book up. 8.5x11 (Tomasena) 
I ususally take the cover and expand on the picture from the cover setting it into Photoshop in Landscape 
8.5x11. The page runs across the back side of the cover and attaches to the front side of page 1 of the 
printed pages. Directions on bringing a print into InDesign from Photoshop.

♦ ♦ Print set 117: Certificate with Watermark.This produces a certificate, with water-
mark.  (See the writers certificate samples) I made the stationery using InDesign software and added my 
logo. Directions on adding a watermark with InDesign.

♦ ♦ Print set 118: Shrink Legal to Letter  Saddle Stitch book Pattern goes from 
Legal size book to Letter size Landscape. (Setareh C to B) The pattern presumes that you already have a 
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
